The mighty the inestimable advantage which
home trude pussesses over foreign, consists in the
faet that home trade adwits of being regulated by
the people who depend upon it, while a fareign
trade does uot, exeepting in peculiar circumstances,
and to a limited extent.  As it is with home trade,
80 it is with colonial.  Both are under the control
of the people who possess them. Both are eon-
stant in their ch Both are profitable in the
highest degrea. A trade with foreigners is, on the
other hand, always liable to interruption ; and un-
less it be earried on under singolarly favorable con-
ditlons—conditions such as those on which the Chi.
nese carry on their tea trade with ourselves—fo-
reigu trade is npt 1o impoverish, instead of enrich-
ing the country which engages in it

Our foreign trade with the United Stutes, for
instance, is a trade condneted on prineiples of the
tmost dangerous character. England is far more
dependent on the United States for raw cotton, than
the United States areon Eaglind for cotion goots
Every year Eugland pays the United States a ngher
price for their raw cotions; while
hand, every year does England receive from the
Uunited States a lower price for the mnnufactured
article. Every two or three years, besides, our cus-
tomers in the United States snspend payment ; but
not, for a single moment, does the system on which
we conduct our foreign trade, admit of our sus-

bogzgling about the price which the cotton growers
demand for toeir commodity. The risk and loss
