Is Mourned By

Twelve Weeks Ago and
Health Has Steadily De-
clined Since - Bramwell
Booth, Leader’s Sen,
Probable Successor --
Speculation as to Place
of Burial.

London, Aug. 20 eneral Booth,

commander in chief of the Salvation
Army, died ' here tonight at 10.20
o'clock.

The Reverend Wm. Booth, General,
Commander-in-Chief and fguunder of
the Salvation Army, passed away at
10.13 o'clock tonight.
at Nottingham in 1829, His loss will
be mourned by thousands of Tollowers
in almost every civilized land.

The veteran Salvation Army lead
er was unconscious for 48 hours
previous to his death. The medical
bulletins had not revealed the serious-
ness of the General’s condition, which
for a week past, it is now admitted,
was hopeless.

Twelve weeks ago General Booth
underwent an operation for the re-
moval of a cataract in his left eye.
For two days after the operation in-
dications justified the hope of the
General’s recovery. Then, however,
septic poisoning eet in, and from that
time, with the exception of rallies,
the patient’s health steadily declined
The General recognized that the end

- was mnear, and often spoke of his
svork as being finished, Throughout
the Commander-in-Chiet's illness his
son, Bramwell Booth, chiet of the
staff of the Army, and Mrs. Bramwell
Booth, gave their upremitting atten-
tiops to him, both night and day.

Family With Him.

The aged evangelist died at his resi-
deuce, the Rockstone, Hadley Wood,
some eight miles from London, where
he bad been confined to his bed ever
since the operation, Present at the
bedside when the end came were Mr.
snd Mrs, Bramwell Booth and their
daughter and son, Adujtant Catherine
Booth and Sergeant Bernard Booth,
the General's youngest daughter, Com-
missioner Mrs. Booth Helber, and
Commissioner Howard, Colonel Kitch
ing and Dr. Wardlaw Milne.

Public interest mow centres in the
question of a successor to the late
commander. , Under the constitution
of the Salvation Army the General
nominates his successor. That Gen-
eral Booth did several years ago, plac
ing the name in a sealed envelope
which was deposited with the Salva-
tion Army’'s lawyer with the instruc-
tiong that it should be opened after bis
death.

While nobody kndws what name the
envelope encloses, the general beliet
among the Salvation Army is.that the
name will prove to be that of Bram-
well Booth, for thirty years its chiet
of staff,

Where General Booth will be buried
hes npot yet been decided. While
every English member of the Salve-
tion Army is convinced that no man
was more worthy of interment in
Westminster Abbey, it 18 not expected
that honor will be accorded to Gen-
eral Booth by the Abbey authorities.
it is the general bellef that the Com-
manderin-Chief's last resting ' place
will be along side that of his wife
who 21 years ago wag buried in Abney
Park, Stoke Newington.

William Booth was born at Notting-
bam, England, April 10, 1829 and be-
came interested in religion at the age
of 15, He was at first a Wesleyan
Methodist local preacher and after-
ward s preacher attached to the
Methodist New Connection, but at the
age of 35 took an independent course,
as au evangelist. Going to London in
1864 be started the East London Reviv-
al Soclety, which became the East

Chrjstian Mission, then the
Christian Mission, and finally in 1878,
the Salvation Army.

Twe years later the Army was in-
troduced into the United States, and
w ten years it established its out-
. posts, in every civilized d
agsisted rathe

Washington, Aug. 20.—President
Taft today held a brief conference
with A. Mitchell Inues, Charge of the
British Embassy, whbo recently pre-
sented Great Britain’s protest against
features of the Panama Canal BHI
