MESSAGE FROM FRONT

Mayor Hayes Advised that
Hon. Everett Colby is Com-
ing — Visited  Principal
Points of Battle in France.

Mayor Hayes hag been advised from
‘Ottawa that Hon. Everett Colby, a
distinguished member of the Senate
and Legislature of New Jersey, who
was sent to England and France
some months ago by the United States
government to report upon war con-
ditions and mnecessities at the war
front, wil] bé in the city this week,
and will have a thrilling message to
tell the people of St. John,
Hon. Mr. Colby spent some time in
England and was given an opportunity
of seeing what the British people
were doing to win the war. He after-
wards went to France, where St
Douglas Haig introduced him to Vimy
Ridge, Rheims, Verdun and other not-
able war points. The message he
brought back to the United States was
a revelation and proved one of great-
est stimulants to war endeavor that
the nation had experienced.

The whole
world is up against the nasty thing
that the people of India call famine.”

Dr. Morison further pointed out that
the aim of Germany was to destroy us
and by the submarine bring us to star-
vation and they have succeeded in this
80 well that Europe is on rations. Con-
tinuing, he stated that owing to victory
over the Russians, Germany is now in
the way of securing vast additions to
her stores of food and raw material.
The success of her submarine cam.
paign while not complete has been at
least sufficient to seriously embarrass
us in the sending of food supplies to
Europe. While the British govern-
ment has millions of bushels of wheat
in Australfa, it might almost as well
be at bottom of the sea inasmuch
as th gve not the bottoms to take
it to England. :

In closing the doctor urged that it
was not enough for those of us who
were at home to “do our bit” but we
must each try to do our best.

In the afternoon J. R.-Cameron, su-
perintendent of the Sunday school,
made a strong and gripping address
to the 'teen age boys on the subject
of “The Soldiers of the Soil.”

DRUG STORE WAS
BADLY DAMAGED

Over Two Thousand Dollars
Loss in Frank E. Porter's
Store Saturday—Thousands
of Prescriptions Lost.

The drug store of Frank E. Porter,
at 303 Union street, was damaged by
fire to the amount of between two and
three thousand dollars on Saturday
afternoon.

It was about 12.30 o’clock, the clerks
were away and Mr, Porter was in the
front shop attending to a number of
customers and had left a pot contain-
ing camphor boiling on a gas stove in
the rear apartments. ‘The camphor
boiled over and in an instant the place
was in a blaze. Mr. Porter rushed in
and just had time to turn off the gas
when he was driven out on the street
by the flames. An alarm was sent in
from Box 13 and when the fire depart-
ment- arrived there was a brisk fire
burning. The fire had worked out
from the rear to the main store and
the heat broke the plate glass win-
dows as well a§ doing other serious
damage. The firémen were enabled to
confine the fire to the store and the
other section of the building was prac-
tically undamaged.

In addition to the damage done the
furnishings, drugs, etc., Mr. Porter had
sowewhere in the vicinity of 19,000
preseriptions destroyed, which is in-
deed a great loss to him.

The stock and furhishings are in-
sured with the Guardian, and while
Mr. Porter last night could not give an
exact estimate of his loss, he feels
that the amount of insurance carried
will net cover his loss.
