" EFFICIENT MILITIA IN CANADA
~ SCORED BY LIEUT -GEN. CURRIE

Thinks Such Have Leanings Toward the Bolshevik—Hon.
Hugh Guthrie Reviews the Gov't Policy Relative to
Military Matters. ‘

Ottawa, Feb. 26—Those people who
were opposed to thé maintenance of
an efficient militia force in Canada
were either “Bolshevist inclined,” or
they belonged to another class which
had profited financially out of the war,
declared Lientenant-General Sir Arthur
Currie, Iaepector-General of Canadian
Forces, in the ecourse of an address
before the Canadian Artillery Associa-
tion at the annual meeting of that or-
ganizatton today. One of the best
ways of ' preveanting an attack, con-
tinued Sir Arthur, was by being com-
pletely prepared for all eventualities,
and he strongly advocated the con-
tinuance of Canada's militia.
