SALISBURY RE
- BALFOUR IS PREMIER.

Gave Up His Office to the King on Friday Last— Govern-

ment Leader in the Commons Accepts Place as

Balfour and Chamberlain will be eatisfac-
tory to both.

As to Lord Salisbury’s aithdrawal, the
main reason is considered by practically
all the best informed to have been simply
a defire for a quiet life on the part of a
man advanced in years.

The dlose of the war in South Africa
and the return of the commanding gen-
eral is considered an appropriate time for
his withdrawal.

Washington, July 13—1lhe appointment
of Mr. Balfour to the English premiership
will not result in any change in the ex-
isting relations between Great Britain
and the United States.’ This is the opin-
jon of state departmenit officials.

Rome, July 13—lord Salisbury’s resigna-
tion has produced here a feeling of re-
gret, tempcred willh the hope that the
relations between Great Britain and Italy,
which grew cooler under the retiring
premier, will uader Mr. Balfour resume
their cordiality.

T. P. O’Connor, M. P., in an interview
by the Associated Press tonight, summed
up he situation in connection with the
resignation of Lord Salisbury and the ap-
pointment of Mr. Balfour, as follows

“The resignation of Lord Salisbury was
cxpected in connection with the corona-
tion of King Edward, but when the cor-
onation did not take place there grew
up an idea that mperhaps the premier’s
resignation was indefinitely postponed.
0ld men cling to power, and it was sup-
posed Lord Salisbury was not free . from
the weakness of so many others. This
prospect did not quite satisfy his col-
leagues. His extreme obesity is, of course,
inconsistent - with activity, either of mind
or body, and there were whispers that he

sometimes was overcome by sleep in the
midst of momentous cabinet councils and

that he only awoke when the discordant
voices of Joseph Chamberlain and Sir
Michael Hicks-Beach, the two chief op-
ponents in the cabinet, reached an un-
usually high pitch. Once or twice, too,
lately, in the house of lords, he has shown
a cortain want of grip that was almost
painful. For instance, when the terms
of peace in South Africa had to be an-
nounced, he calmly asked the house of
lords whether they desired to hear the
words of Lord Kitchener’s despatch, as
though the communication was really of
little or no importahce.

“No man could be more adverse than
is Lord Salisbury to supreme power be-
ing in the hands of so impulsive, restless
an arrogant a politician as the colonial
secretary.

“T¢+ is doubtful, in any ecase whether
the rank and file of the Tory party would
have accepted Mr. Chamberlain willingly.
There is a certain section of young Tories
who do modt love Balfour, thinking him
slack, decadent and Iethargic, but he is
still the darling of the straight Conserva-
tives, and his appointment would be even
more popular with his political oppon-
ents than with his political friends. Des-
pite his many faults, Mr. Balfour remains
the most popular figure in the house of
commons.

“I regard the chamge as beneficial to
Ircland, in the long run. Mr. Balfour has
had much experience with Ircland and,
though he is not yet a home ruler, all his
animosity has disappeared and he is: just
the man to propose a solution: of the long
standimg difficulty. The aftermath of the
war has come, and the majority of the
government, though large, is wanting in
cohesion. But it is useless speculating
further; the unexpected is always the
dominant factor in English politics.”

CONIGENT HAVE RETUMNED. HOME.

What One St. John Man Has to Say About Stories Cabled

The Times on Kitchener.

A striking description of ‘the new vis-
count, doubtless founded on intimate
knowledge of the general, appears in the
London Times today.

He pos-
sesses indeed a character which is finm,
determined and steadfast. When he faces
a difficult problem, all coasiderations
foreign to solving fthat problem ave
brushed aside; but those who have been
in contact with him can never say le is
inhuman or wunreasonable. His greatest
asset, is his power of judging the clar-
adter of these around him.

“He possesses the peculiar faculty of
surrounding himself with able men. May
it not be from the mouths of those who
have not found davor with him that his
character ‘has been  misrepresentod?
Doubtless he has faults. Perhaps the
greatest of these is his desire to saddle
himself avith the responsibility for every-
thing under his centrol and to be int1-

It was surely impossible to take
away revenues of the colonies. Vanada’s
one-third trade with Britain would throw
the burden of the other two-thirds on
Augtralian trade. Trade with Great
Britain is so great, he angued, that free
trade would mean surrender of reveaucs,
making it impossible to administer the
gountry without direct taxation.

“Concerning imperial defence, politica’
relations of the empire and particularly
trade re'ations, he thought it possibic
thot discussion of these subjects at tae
confereace would bear good recu''e. He
admitted that the contributions of scif-
governing colonies towards naval defence
were not proportionate to the burden
born by the British tax payer.”

“The Times today makes editorial re-
ference to the speeches of colonial pre-
miers. “Those speeches,’ says the Times,
‘are likely to to be disappointing to those
who have extravagant hopes of immediate
results. < It cannot be satisfactory that
there should be apparent disposition to
conclude without achieving some results.
It is seemingly thought that it is im-
possible to bring about closer political
connections between Britain and the
colonies or commercial union or more
equitable distribution of the burdens of
imperial defence.” ”
