Church of Englani Synod.

Yesterday afternoon the committee,
eonsisting of Rev. Messrs. Hanford and
F. Partridge and Messrs. G. S. Smith, B.
W. Whitney and H. W. Frith, reported
on the subject of education, a3 follows :

Resolved, That the Synod regard it as &
solemn duty to- record its opinion that
sound religious instruction is the true
foundation of a proper system of educa-
tion for the young, and that the time has
now arrlved when an earnest effort
should be made on the part of the Church
t6 establish schools in which the princi-
ples of the Church shall be installed in
combination with secular instruction;

Further Resolved, That a committee be
now appointed to report to this Synod at
fts next meeting the best means of carry-
ing into effect the views expressed in the
foregoing resolution.

C. W. Weldon, Esq., moved the fol-
lowing as a substitute:

Resolved, That a committee be appoint-
ed to report to this Synod at its next
meeting on the best means of establish-
ing a school system in conngection with
the Church of England.

A lengthened discussion ensued. Rev.
Mr. Woodman wanted a memorial ad-
dressed to the Government asking that
the Bible be read in the schools. Rev.
Canon Scovil stated as a fact that the
Scriptures were not permitted to/be read.
Rev. G. Schoficld wanted the catechism
as well as the Bible. Hon. R. D: Wilmot
thought it inexpedient to express any
opinion at present. Chief Justice Ritchie
would rather the subject had not been
brought up, but his conscience would'not
allow him to vote against theresolutions.

Rev. Mr. Almon said the resolution
condemned the School Law, which law
does permit the Bible to be read and
Christian morality to be taught. If the
framers of the resolution had told the
Chburch to make her Sunday Schools
more perfect, they would have done more
good. He deprecated the passage of the
resolution. :

Rev. G. M. Armstrong comsidered
Free Schools a great boon, and would
not want the impression to go abroad
that the Synod was opposed to State edu-
cation.

His Lordship did not want to see the
subject discussed from & political stand-
point.

The resolutions reported by the Com-
mittee were carried by a small majority.

A vote of thanks was passed to His
Lordship for the impartial manmer in
which he had presided, and, after a few
remarks from him in reply, the Synod ad-
journed.
