This transfer of the foveteis *t'y“,‘
is effeftual, it palfed, and is conSrmed by t.e deed of ceffion to
the crown, dated two days after; but fubject Loweverfo all the
antecedent rights of property, the crown being entitled-only o
the immediate property of vacaat and unappropriitetlands. but
in this cafe thelands are abandoned,by the proprietors and con-
veyed to tie grantee. If the crown had an nriginal foversigoty,
flill the foil being the propegty of the Six Natioas, they and
tneir aliepee fhould be proteSted by that fovereignty in their pro-
perty- If the crows acqujred the fovereignty by the grant to
Mr. Trect, or by tieyee® of ceffion, the title of the graBitee is
then under-the proteCWbn®f the laws of Eugland. - -
Upon the whole, I am of opinion, that ia cvaryy way of con-
fidering taiagafe, the gran:to Mr. Trent is good, fufficient and
lawful; and™¥s under the protetion of the laws of England.
