University security chief warns of campus dangers

Measures should be taken before
assaults and attacks on students
take place security chief Charles
F. Williamson said at last
Monday’s Students’ Representa-
tive Council meeting.

He said women are cautioned not
to use the path through the woods

behind the Student Union Building
after dark.

Although there are occasional
flashers and streakers there,
