One can hardly find fault with a 
book that is so well-written and con­
cise. In just over 300 pages Nash 
takes the reader through a panorama 
of experiences in such places as 
Washington D.C., Cuba, Brazil, 
Kenya and Vietnam. The reader is 
also ‘introduced’ to such political 
characters as Presidents Eisenhower, 
Kennedy, Johnson and Nixon, and 
Senators Joseph McCarthy and 
Robert Kennedy, and others, includ­
ing George Wallace, Ronald Reagan 
and Che Guevara.
