From this spot the tops of
the buildings of Zion are seen, but all
the rest of the city is hid. Just op-
ite, on the other side of the ravine,
are the remains of an ancient village.
It was probably to this village Jesus
sent the two disciples, for a colt.
These active footmen could cross the
ravine direct in a minate or two,
while the great procession would
take some time to wind round the
road.
8t. Mark does not say the animal
wasan ass, but this is unquestionable,
both from the statement of the other
Brangelists, and the prophecy which
was about to be fulfilled (Zach. ix. 9).
Jesus would not have sent them on
such an errand except. to & man
who respected His authority, and was
sure to give bis consent. He wus
well-known in this locality, baving so
often traversed the road between
Jerusalem and Bethany. It was not
s great while before that He bad
raised Lazarus from the dead, and
caused the whole country side to ring
with His fame.

Ver. 411.—The disciples found
the colt as their Master had said, and
brought 1t to Him. Some of them
spread their garments ou the colt’s
back in lieu of a saddle, and Jesus
mounted the animal and rode on,
followed by the acclaiming multitude.
As they neared the city the enthusi-
asm increased, numbers of people
spreading their garments on the
road, as well as branches of trees they
bad cut down for the purpose. As
He entered the city the general ex-
clamation of the inhabitants .was
“ who is this P” (Matt. xxi. 10), and
the answer must have astonished
them—* This is Jesus the prophet of
Nazareth, of Galilee.”” The inhabi-
tants of Jerusalem had heard of Him
before, bad seen Him and listened to
His discourses; but they had never
known Him ocome into the city in
such a fashion as this.

The words with which He was bail-
ed on this occasion were used at the
Feast_of Tabermacles. They are
taken from Psalm ocxviii. 25, 26.
Amongst the applanding crowds
were, no doubt, many who acted in-
telligently, being fully convinced that
He was the true Messiah ; but there
must bave been numbers who joined
m the demonstration simply from
the excitement of the moment.
Nothing is o little to be depended
on as popular enmthusiasm and ap-
plause.

While t.h'uwentry into Jerusalem
was a trinmp ion, it was yet
in perfect uooorgnoo with His meek
and lowly character, and with the
unworldly nature of His kingdom.
The prophecy, of which this was the
fulfilment, represents the Messiah as
King, coming not with chariof, horse,
and battle bow, hke conquerors of
worldly kingdoms, but as a Prince of
Peace, reviving the simple usages of
the Judges riding on an ass (Judges
v.10; x.4; xii. 14), and yet exer-
cising a wider domnion than David
or Solomon had done. Kven in this
triumpbal entry, therefore, the spirit-
ual nature of Christ’s reign was
strongly expressed.—Abridged from
Sunday-school Magazine.

THE ' BUCKWHEAT CROP.

Buckwheat is the latest grain erop
of the season, and in the latitude of
New York is usually sown from the
last of June to the middle of July.
It is frequently sown as a filling crop,
that is on ground where some other
crop bas failed. It makes an excel-
lent cleansing crop on foul or rough
land, especially upon rich soil, where
it makes a rank growth and smothers
out all other plants. Buckwheat is
uséd to some extent as a green man-
ure to be turned uader for wheat or
rye. The buckwbeat plant is a deep
feeder, and bas the power of obtain-
ing tte food elements when present
only in small quaatities in the
soil. Light sandy soils, defici-
ent invegetable matter can be brought
up to a good state of cultivation by
\ first growing buckwheat as a green
manure crop, followed by clover
which is afterward turned uuder.
