IKRURAA they do not properly belong, fhould not be put to the Ex-
pence of fupporting them'; Be it Enacted by the Governor, Council,
and. Affembly, Fhat from. and after the Publication hereof, no
own or Townthip within this Province, fhall be obliged té
maintain any poor Perfon or Perfons, unlefs fuch Perfon or Per:
fons be a Native of fuch Town or Townthip; or have ferved an

Apprcnticcihi% or have lived as an hired Servant one whole.

Year, next betore {uch Perfons Application for Relief, or have
eéxecuted fome publick annual Office, or thall have been afieffed
and paid bis or ber Share gf the Taxes for the Poor of fuch Place,
or any publick Taxes during one whole Year, at one Time.

1L And it is kerely declared and Enasted, That every Perfon

within the faid Defcriptions fhall be intitled to a Settlement in
the refpective Towns or Townthips wherein fuch Perfon or Per-
fons fhall be fo qualified as aforefaid.

. III. Aﬂd 66 itfurtbfr Eﬂaﬂfd, That any Pcrfon or Pcr(ons

who fhall apply to the Overfeers of the Poor for Relief, not hav-~
ing, obtained a lawful Settlement in the Townthip, fhall be re-

quired to declare on Oath before one of His Majefty’s Juftices of
