To us the future is dark; we 
hope for victory, but do not pretend to 
know how it will come : the brain of the 
German Army is making the future for 
itself—that brain which does not seem to 
consist of human and individual minds, 
but to be an abstract power, doing what it 
will With the whole German nation, setting 
each one to his appointed task and know­
ing that he will perform it And how can 
we, who are only men ruled by men no 
wiser than ourselves, contend with this 
abstract will and power and purpose and 
with the machine that it sets in motion 
against us ?

That is the German legend which they I 
have made about themselves and which, I 
if wé believe it, will almost come true. I 
But let us remember, at this moment of I 
national depression and disappointment, I 
that Italy has not believed it, but has de-1 
fied the machine now, as we defied it last 
August when we did not yet know its 
power. Enough has not been said of the 
bravery of Italy, who did not wait for any 
decision but declared herself just when 
the German power seemed strongest. The ]
Germans pretend to despise her ; but we1 
may be sure that her decision chilled them» 
as a proof that they had not imposed their 
legend upon the world. They are men 
like ourselves and subject to the laws of 
the human mind ; among them that law 
which makes an illusion dangerous when 
it is shattered in proportion to its hearten­
ing power while it prevails. They have, 
as their diplomacy has proved, no divine 
gift of foresight at all, but only a method, 
in some things excellent, in others blind 
and pedantic.

Editor Of The Great Dictionary

E regret to announce that Sir James 
Murray, editor of the " New Eng­

lish Dictionary,” died at his residence in 
Oxford on Monday, July 26, from the 
effects of pieurisy. In spite of failing 
health he was working to the last, and 
only a week or two ago produced an in­
stalment of the 10th and last volume of 
the great Dictionary, bringing it to the 
phrase " turn-down.”

Sir James Augustus Murray was born 
in 1837, the son of a clothier in Hawick. 
He found his first education at Cavers 
School and the parish school at Denholm. 
From Denholm he went to Minto School, 
on the other side of the valley. Here h^ 
carried on Latin, French and Greek, being 
the only pupil in Greek, which • he began 
when he was about 14. At this school he 
remained for about 3$ years.

When he was 17 he answered with suc­
cess an advertisement in the local paper 
that the Grammar School at lj^wickre­
quired an assistant master. Then at the 
age of little more than 20 he became him­
self a headmaster of a small school in 
Hawick called by the name of the " Sub­
scription Academy.”

While headmaster of the Subscription 
Academy Murray married his first wife, 
Miss Maggie Isabella Sarah Scott, a clever 
and well-educated woman who had been 
for some time a schoolmistress. She 
came herself from Belfast, but belonged 

j to a Border family. For the sake of her 
I health Murray came south and spent a 
summer near Maidstone. The experi­
ment seemed at first to promise well, and 
with <Lview to living in the south he was 
persuaded by his brother-in-law to give up 
his school and to accept a situation in the 
Chartered Bank of India, with which his 
brother was connected, and where an 

[assistant with a knowledge of many lan­
guages was required. He then settled at 
Peckham Rye, but his wife soon after the 
death of their first child fell herself into 
a decline and died in 1864.

About this time Mill Hill School was 
reopened under the headmastership of Dr. 
Weymouth, and Murray, who had married, 
in 1867, as his second wife, Ada Agnes,
