In Massachusetts six cities
and thirty-six towns declared . against
license. In. Vermont only twenty-seven
cities and town now legalize the drink
traffic as eompared with ninéty-two &
years ago. In New Hempshire an im-
portant ruling of the state license com-
missioner took place en May 1, whereby
druggists’ licenses throughout the state
will bé abelished, and in Rhode Island
the temperance interests have just suo-
ceeded in' forcimg restrictive liquor le-
gislation through the House of - Re-
preséntatives.

TORONTO, June 13.—AmoOng the
clauses in the report of temperance and
moreal reform of the. Toronto Methodist
«Conference “discussed today and which
will later be presented to the confer-
e€nce, is one recommending Methodist
people not to allow their sons to at-
tend military camps until the ¢éanteen
is wholly discontinued. Another clause
urges the people to take an dctive part
In politics by attending primaries and
convéntions, with a view to bring out
the best men on temperance lines. The
people, are, in another clause, urged
to press iupon their membeérs in parlia-
ment by deputation or petition, the re-
moval of the three-fifths clause. Oth_ex‘
clauses will recommend closer-restric-
tions upon the sale of cigarettes to mi-
nors, the prohibition of the sale of op-
{um, ekcept for medinal purposes, and
an earnest endeavor to get parliament-
ary action' against the practicé of #ace
track gambling. The Rév. T. M. Camnp-
bell declared that gambling was be-
ecoming fashionable in too miany quart-
ers.
