During the’ ‘past fow mowls Mr.
Blair was working in harmony with.
his old political associates of his'na-
tive  province, and ~his decision 10
re-enter active political life brought
himh more in touch with his old pol-
itical friends than had been the case
since -his resignation from the cabi-
net. That he was to be a cand date

for ome of the New * Brumswick con-
stituencies, in all probability St.
John City, was freely talked over, if
not decided upon.

In parliament he had mamny Sriends
A hard hitter, he provoked often
strong antagonism, but he . cherished
no animosities, and in every semse of
the word he was one of Camada’s
most prominent maen.

Had it not beem for Blair there
might not have Deen any railway
commission. It would certainly have
been delayed. Few knew at the time
that - his gesignation, was in  the
hands of the premier when he was
pushing the bill creating a commis-
sion through committee, with all the
railway interests of the Domiinion
confronting him, And fewer still ev-
er thought that he was to become
the head of the same commission
from which he resigned in rather tra-
gic mamner. -Since his resignation
he has been devoting himself 1o the
practice of his professlom, and, as
already said, was preparing %o re:
turn to the political arena.

Mr. Blain was called to the Laur-
ier cabinet in 1896 and remained
minister of railways amd canals till
the fall.of 1904, when  he differed
with his leader on the GTP con-
tract and resigned. Imn ome of his
letters to ‘his leader mgmdi‘ng their
differences, he stated as ,ollows:

. #Let me state our position on the
mgin question: My decided preference
is for a government owned and gov-,
ernment operated railway “sioross the
continent, and my chief reason for
favoring it is that it will° have ‘an
equalising and regulating influence
upon all other railways throughout
the western territory. In this view
1 am practically alone, and: ﬁhergi
1 admit at once that  this: . proposi-
tion must be laid aside. But the cab-
inet has decided that the govennment
shall build half way across the -‘olny-
tinent as a government road, name
between Quebet “and Wisinipeg, and
when built shell lesse same to the}
Grand annk Pacific; and as to the
other hald, it has been determined as
1 understand, that liberil: govern-
ment. aid will: be given to the saine
company to build ‘and thereafter Own
to the coast. .
