WHAT OFFICIAL RETURNS SHOV.

A Great Crowd Expected at the Opening of
Parliament - Festivities at Govern- ,
ment House Will be Void of
Free
tion at ghe D.R.A.

Ottawa, Aug. lG.—(BpecIal.)'—No bet-
ter proof of the wonderful mining de-
velopment which is taking place in
British Columbia could be forthcoming
than the official ‘peturns prepared by
British Columbia authorities and for-
warded to the Dominion Government.
In 1894 the aggregate value of the pre-
cious metals mined in British Columbia
was $1,000,000.  Last year it reached the
grand total of $5,038,376, and this year
the output promises to be still greater.

For the period in 1896 ending July 16,
practically only three months from the
opening of the season, the total auan-
tity orf ore produced in Kootenay was
66,5:« tons, of which 14,797 was export-
ed. e estimated value of ore smelt-
ed and shipped to July 16 was one mil-
lion and three quarter dollars. Owing
to the boom now in progress, the sug-
gestion comes from the west for the
organization.of a Dominion Bureau of
Mines. The Geological Survey Depart-
ment is devoting altention to the won-
derful Rossland country and is send-
ing two skilled surveyors there.

For some years the Geological Bur-
vey Department has had geologists en-
gaged in making topographical
and geological surveys of parts
of British Columbia. The exam-
ination of the rocks has been very
thorough, and the results have been
gset forth in voluminous reports illus-
trated by maps showing the rich for-
mation and configuration of the coun-
try. Iach of these maps represents a
tract of country fifty n.iles square.
The last to be published was that of
Kamloops ‘and vicinity, and last year
the work on the Shuswap district was
completed, though the maps and re-
port will probably not appear for an-
other year. .

Mr. J. McEvey, B.A.Sc., of the sur-
vey staff, who received his training un-
der Dr. Dawson, has just arrived In
Rossland preparatory to beginning
work from the Columbila River west-
ward. He will be met there by R. G.
McConnell of the same staff, who has
been engaged for two years in the
Slocan, and the two will-work together
for the remainder of the season. An
accurate contour 'map will be made,
showing the distribution and forma-
tion. The work will occupy more than
one season.

The opening of Parliament this week
will bring to the Capital a larger
crowd of visitors than have attended
any similar function in recent years.
Special rates are given on all lines of
railway running into Ottawa, and it Is
said that from Montreal alone will
come four excursions. Seven hundred
people from Kingston and along the
St. Lawrence to Prescott are coming
through for the occasion.

Their Excellencies the Governor-
General and Lady - Aberdeen have
come to the conclusion that it is too
hot for the holding of formal enter-
tainments at Government House dur-
ing at least the early part of the ses-
sion. There will tLerefore be no State
dinner at Government House on the
night of the opening of Parliament,
and no State reception as In other
years. The men who are obliged to
appear in their heavy Windsor uni-
forms or in military uniform at:these
State receptions must be rather grati-
fied than otherwise.

Numerous entertainments at Govern-
ment House of an informal character
are on the cards. Everybody knows
what pleasant garden parties the pre-
sent occupants at Government House
have given, and the comfortable and
unceremonious style of costume HIs
Excellency and the members of the
staff adopt at these garden parties.
His Excellency has invited all his mas-
culine guests to follow his lead and do
away with the formalify of top hat and
frock coat, coming to his garden party
in flannels or tweeds as they would
go to a picnic. There are to be two
garden parties a week during the ses-
sion and of course some dinners.

A lesson to the civic contractors is
conveyed in a case just reported to
the Customs Department. Two or
three weeks ago the City Council of
Victoria, B.C., awarded to a local con-
tractor, J. W. Keller, the contract for
supplying a quantity of sewer nipe.
There were only two tenders, Keller
and the British Columbia Pottery Com-
pany. Both quoted prices for 9-inch
pipe, while for 10-inch pipe Keller
quoted 35 1-2 cents and the British Co-
lumbia Pottery Company 38 cents.
Though there was only this small dif-
ference of 2 1-2 cents in one class of
pipe, the City Council decided to give
the contract for the foreign-made plpe.
Ten days ago -a consignment of pipe
was brought in by Keller from Seat-
tle for the city contract and Collector
Milne found that while the smaller
size had heen entered at the Customsg
it was the larger size that was being
brought _in. Au~nrr¥pgly he had the.
pipe seized, and on its being measured
up it was found that the value was
$200 more than that which Mr. Keller
had put on the article” The duty at
35 per cent. on the article came to $70,
go that Mr. Keller had to pay to the
Customs $270 before the pipe was
handed over. This means that he had
to buy his pipe twice over, once at
Seattle and once from the Customs.

As foreshadowed two or three days
ago by your correspondent, the Minise
ter of Militia has authorized the free
{sgue of ammunition to competitors
taking part In the Dominion rifle
matches commencing here on the 31st
inst. This free issue I8 to be made for
this year only, as it will use up the
stock of Martini-Henry ammunition on
hand. The Minister,in making this con-
cession,apart from recognizing the ime
portapce of the association,considers
that in all probability this will be
the last year in which the Martini-
Henry rifle and ammunition will be
shot with.

Mr. Tarte is belng ,urged to renew
his demand for an enquiry into the
conduct of the partisan political char-
acter of certain Quebec judges. The
present Minister of Public Works sub.
mitted a motion to this effect in the
House in 1894, but pothing was dope,
The Free Press says it is rumored
there are one or two judicial officers
whose conduct calls for investigation,
and as the name of the entire bench is
besmirched by the bad behayior of one,
the innocent and well-doink will no
doubt be very glad if Mr, Tarte takes
the hint. The interests of the Province
of Quebec require that the bench
should be unimpeachable. ,

Budapest, Aug. 16.—The funeral of
Count Arthur Pallavicini, a ligutenant
of Hussars, who committed “ suicid :,
took place yesterday. Social circles
are discussing nothing else but the
young man’'s untimely end.

The lieutenant was a handsome, well
educated man, 21 years old. The Bar-
rison sisters, Vaudeville stars, whose
career in New Yark and Berlin caused
considerable comment, are playing
here at a music hall. Count Pallavi-
cini saw the sisters and fell deeply In
love with one of them, Ethel Barrison.
He obtained an introduction to the
girl, and after several visits proclaimed
his love. The song and dance artist
laughed at the Count, who declared he
would kill himself if she did not re-
turn his affection. She paid no atten-
tion to his threats of suicide, and re-
hlxsed to change her manner toward
him.

He was found
on the fleor in his room, with a
bullet through his body. In his right
hand was a revolver, and in his left
a photograph of KEthel Barrison, and
a slip of paper on which was written:

“1 beg that Miss Ethel Barrison will
come to my coffin and press a kiss
upon it."”

The strange nature
aroused much Interest, and there was
considerable unfavorable comment
made on the American music hall ar-
tists. No one imagined Ethel Barrison
would attend the Count’s funeral, but
yesterday she appeared at the services
dressed in deep mourning.

The suleide of Count Pallavicini has
caused a revival of the stories in which
the Barrison sisters have figured, in-
cluding the elopement of one of the
sisters with Count Bernsctorff of Ber-
lin.

Then it is recalled that in February
last Count von Wedel, a young officer
in the Germap army, was arrested for
having pawned jewelry which he had
purchased on instalments. The dis-
closures which followed showed fhat
the young man had spent quite a for-
tune on the Barrison sisters, and that
when his money became exhausted he
obtained funds in the manner stated
in ord®r to spend it upon them. It
was stated that Count von Wedel was
only one of a number of members of
the nobility who had become victims
of the enchantments of the American
serpentine dancers. When these facts
became known, the sisters were order-
ed to cease their exhibitions in Berlin
and leave Germany.

The Barrison sisters made their first
appearance on the stage in New York
several years ago. .They were born in
Denmark.

BURNED TWO»GATES.

War Against the Toll-Takers
in York County.

NO CLUE 70 THE- INCENDIARIES.

Toronto Fire Brigade Called Oat to Quench
the Flames—New Lessoes Adopt a
More Stringeut Policy, and Thelr
Action is Resented by Seme
Peuple.

Toronto,

The tollgate on Yonge-street, just
beyond the city limits, and what I8
known as the check gate at Deer Park,
were set on fire by parties unknown
at 3.30 o'clock on Sunday morning.
Policeman Crowley of No. b Preeinct
saw the flames issuing from No. 1 toll-
gate, “and summoned the fire brigade,
who extinguished the biaze. The check
gate, however, was burned to the
ground.

High Constable Jones was notified of
the occurrence, but so far there is no
clue to the identity of the firebug. At
about 3 o’'clock Policemn Crowley saw
a man come from the direction of the
gates and turn along Wickson-avenue,
but It is not known who he was.

It appears that there has been some
dissatisfaction existing on the part of
parties passing through the gates for
some time past. Until a short time ago
Mr. Mowat was lessee of No. 1 gate,
but it has lately passed Into the care
of Mrs, Atkinson.
