SETURNED SOLDIER
MEETS HEAVY 1055

Pte. John Watson, Who Was
Wounded at Festubert,
Loses Home in Fire.

The farm residence of Private John
Watson, one of the returned heroes
doing duty at the Provincial Parlia-
ment Buildings, was burned to the
ground near Fredericton Junction on
Saturday afternoon. The house and
furniture were completely destroyed
and the loss is estimated at about
$900.

As far as can be learned the fire
started on the roof from sparks flying
from the chimney and it was only a
short time before the building was in
flames, Mrs. Watson and two children
were in the house at the time
and It was only with the greatest dif-
ficulty that one of the children, who
is a cripple, was brought out of the
burning building. The otherchild at-

temted to bring her crippled
brother, who is fourteen months
old, out of the house, but

she was driven back by the smoke
and Mrs. Watson had to rush into the
house to save the youngz child, Noth-
ing was saved, the personal e of
every member of the family g
lost in the fire. 7

Saturday’'s fire is only one of the
many pleces of hard luck Private
Watson has encountered during the
past year or more. While he was
England with the 12th Battalion he
lost a valuable horse and cow, and
only a few months ago he lost two
other horses. He went to England
with the 12th Battalion and later join-
ed the 16th Battalion in a draft that
went to the front from the 12th Bat-
tallon.

The first through traln on the B8t.
John Valley Rallway from Centreville
since Thursday is expected to reach
Fredericton - about 4.30 v'clock this
afternoon.

This morning a work train arrived
here after being engaged in clearing
the wreckage from the track at Bull's
Creek yesterday, and the rails are now

.|cleared for traffic from Centreville to

this city. The regular express left
Centreville at 11.35 this morning, is
due to arrive here at 4,30 p. m.,, and
will leave on the return trip soon
afterwgrds,

Sdtdrday afternoon’s wreck at Bull's
Creek was one of the worst that has
occurred in this section of the prov-
ince in years. One engine and a snow
plough were damaged almost beyond
repalr, and it was only by a miracle
that Engineer Scott Cowperthwaite,
of this city, and Fireman Harry Law-
son, of Glbson, who were on the for

ward engine, were not serlously. or
fatally injured.
As it happened- the two men re-

ferred to were only badly shaken up,
Fireman Lawson suffering the worst
of the two. He was thrown from the
cab and found in an unconsclous con-
dition after a searoh lasting probably
twenty’ minutes burled underneath
two feet of snow and narrowly es
caped being drowned, while the other

The colli-
sion, of course, sent the rear engine
off the rails also and it was only a
matter of a few seconds before the
wreckage filled the cut. All the other
members of the train orew, except
Fireman Lawson, reached here by O,
P. R. on Saturday night and took out
another train yesterday, spending all
day Bunday to clear the wreck, En-
gineer Cowperthraite gave The Glean-
or his story of the wreck at his home
yesterday,
Engineer Cowperthwalte's Story,

“We were running at probably 20
miles an hour when we reached the

mouth of the cut,” sald Engineer
Cowperthwaite, “having only got the
anowplough at the C. P, R. transfen
about two miles out of Woodstook.
The out was# piled nine feet deep with
solid snow and ice and as goon as the
plough hit the ice it leaped from the
ralls and was turned ecompletely
around as the engine struck her in
the rear, I called to Fireman Lawson
to jump and make room so that I
might get out his door, but he wasn't
in the cab when I shouted, I tried to
get to the door, but was thrown back
and landed on the flogr of what was
left of the cab,

“Both my feet were pinned under
the firebox and I was lylng in a small
space with the nose of the plough
right at my head. I was able to get
one foot loose and then reached the
gage-glass and turned it off. The
steam was escaping from one of the
pipes that had bursted when the en-
gine crashed into the side of the out
and the flame and smoke coming
through the engine over my head
made {t tremendously hot. Fortun-
ately the heat overhead was driven
up in the alr and it was only the
steam that was really striking my
body,
