HORSE GOES 
IN BALLOON.

Novel Feature of the Coming Bar- 
num and Bailey Circus.

What is undoubtedly one of the great­
est circus acts that has ever been seen 
in this or any other country is this sea­
son holding a prominent place on the 
programme of the Barnum & Bailey 
Show, which is to be seen at Hamilton 
on Friday, Aug. 13. This act is per­
formed by Jupiter, known as the bal­
loon horse.

Jupiter, a beautiful white Arabian, is 
driven into the arena by a young and 
beautiful woman. There is a balloon to 
which instead of a basket there is at­
tached a platform that is devoid of rail­
ings. Horse and rider take position on 
this platform. Slowly the balloon 
ascends to the dome of the arena, the 
picture of the horse and its rider calling 
to one’s mind the mythological tales of 
Germany’s war heroes. Pleasure gives 
way to surprise and then to fear as it is 
realized that should the horse become 
nervous there is nothing to prevent his 
taking a step which would precipitate 
himself and his rider to the ground

With this realization comes the very 
thing that would make the animal 
nervous-—the explosion of a series of 
rockets attached to the platform. The 
shower of fireworks envelops horse and 
ride». Involuntarily comes an audible 
gasp from the on-lookers, which is re­
lieved as the balloon reaches the ground 
and the beautiful animal and his fear­
less rider are seen to be all right. Then 
there sweeps throughout the arena a 
salvo of applause of the most enthus­
iastic kind. In Germany this act was ! 
extolled as the best arenic number that 
the world had ever seen. The man who 
knows anything about horses will sav 
the same thing.

There «re other great act. in which 
horses take part on the circus pro­
gramme. From Hungary came Karollv’s 
sixteen stallions which go through evo­
lutions and show a training and de­
velopment that is wonderful. Cliffe 
Berzac has a troupe of comedy ponies 
and unridable mules that made a great 
hit in Hamburg last winter. One of 
Berzac’a ponies races on a table with a 
revolving top making one hundred and 
fifty, revolutions a minute. Johnny 
Short is no bigger than his name, lie 
has a horse which would be a handsome 
animal if he only had legs in proportion 
to his body. The act in which Short 
and his horse take part is one of the 
most amusing in the circus.

In a way the circus is a great, big 
horse show and one of the finest ever 
seen. There are over 700 animals with 
the show, including every tvpe of equine 
from the mighty Clydesdale and stocky 
Percheron to the proud little Shetland 
pony. The display of horses in the par- 
ade that is to be given on show dav 
wii; be well worth viewing.

WALKING PARTIES.
Tha New York Girl Found a New

Form of Entertainment In Canada.
“Did you ever hear of a walking par­

ty?” asked a New York young woman 
who had just returned from a long stay 
in Canada. “No, 1 do not mean little 
walking trips across country in which a 
group of persons engage, but a form of 
evening’s entertainment. Those Cana­
dian girls seem to be taking exercise 
continually, and any social affair is all 
the more enjoyable across the border if 
it includes what seems to some of us a 
lot of hard work.

“Invitations to a walking party are 
sent out with just as much ceremony 
as if the affair was to" be a dance or a 
theatre party. It is essential for a per­
fect walking party that there shall be 
an equal number of young men and 
young women. Those invited meet at 
the home of the hostess at the usual 
time for an evening affair. The guests 
are paired off and the route of the walk 
is announced.

“This isn’t any summer amusement.

Orville Wright Achieved 42 Miles 

*» Hour.

Washington, July 30.—Orville Wright, 
the aviator, climbed into his aeroplane 
at the upper end of Fort Myer’s drill 
ground this afternoon, took a seat next 
to Lieut. Foulois, of the army, and a 
moment later went flashing down the 
monotrail. The monoplane, burdened 
with the weight of two passengers, went 
along closely to the ground, but swoop­
ed upwards on a turn to the left, and 
after some further manoeuvring, went 
sailing away for a five-mile flight to the 
south and back, over a course of rough 
country hills.

According to those who know all 
about records of aviators, it was the 
greatest cross-country flight ever made. 
The brothers said it was the first of its 
kind.

Orville Wright made the flight to day 
at a rate of 42 miles an hour. This 
means that the brothers have won n 
bonus for speed of $5,000, in addition to 
the $25,000 for the machine itself, which 
the Government will buy now that the 
final test has been completed. The con­
ditions were that Wright should fly five 
miles t<> Shooter’s Hill and return. For 
each mile over 40 miles an hour a bonus 
of $2,500 would be paid up to 44 miles.

DRAMATIC CATHEDRAL.

A May Evening the Time to Come 
First to Rouen, and Why.

Rouen is the most dramatic of 
cathedrals, not only from the near 
hills, but when its door finally is 
reached. If the hour and the way 
could be deliberately chosen, I should 
prefer to come to it first toward dusk 
on a May evening, and from the rue 
de la Gross Horloge, one of the most 
historic of Rouen’s historic streets, 
with the old tower *of St. Romain, 
ghostly white in the blue twilight, at 
the far end. Because the month is 
May, the cathedral doors will be open, 
and candles burning on the altar of 
the Blessed Virgin. On rr\y last visit 
at this season, the nave, too, was 
ablaze with light, and it was crowd­
ed from en dto end; for, as it ever 
has been and ever will be, to perse­
cute the Church is to stir the faith­
ful to new’ ardors. Rouen is a big 
manufacturing town, and, as a rule, 
piety languishes in the modern in­
dustrial atmosphere.

The Month of Mary is not a ser­
vice of obligation, but never of old, 
at the most important ceremony, have 
I found people assembled in so great 
numbers and so fervent in prayer. To 
surprise the cathedral thus in its 
most intimate devotions is to see in 
it something more than a monument 
existing by the care of the state and 
for the curiosity of the tourist. It 
helps one then to understand, better 
than when you study it, guide-book 
in hand, why its builders made it 
beautiful and why its history is one 
of all the tear? and laughter of Rouen 
since it became Christian, until now, 
when statesmen would have it cease 
to be Catholic. The interior is never 
so solemn as at this hour, the great 
piers and arches to the fires of the 
altar, while choir and chapels are 
lost in the shadowy space beyond, 
where the white columns loom dimly, 
and the priest, bearing the blessed 
sacrament, passes and disappears as 
the acolyte’s little bell tinkles faintly 
and ever more fainty into silence. The 
mystery of sanctuary colors and deep­
ens the beauty of the vast church.—
