THE EUSTON SQUARE MYSTERY,

The police are pursuing inquiries with
great energy re the body found in a cellar
in Euston %nue, reported in a previous
summary. The public interest is main-
tained by daily iculars in the press.
1t is now believ that the victim of the
murder was s Miss Hacker, of Canterbury,
who has been missing for eighteen months.
She formerly lived at 4 n Square,
A watch found in pawn has been identified
as hers. The hair discovered in the cellar
is of the same colour as that of deceased,
whe was a flighty person of about sixty
years of age, and in a youthful
and fashionable style. Her brother is said
to have identified part of the clothing also
found in the cellar. A lady who lives at
5 Euston Square states at in June or
July, 1877, she heard a horrible
scream from one of the rooms
in No. 4. Before that incident

she had seen a person answering the
description given of Miss Hacker enter
No. 4, but had never seen her since that
date. A servant, who still resides with
Mr. Talbert, at 5 Euston square, remem-
bers her mistress stating that she had heard
a scream proceed from the next housc one
Sunday afternoon, shortly after dinner, in
October, 1877. The servant being in the
lower part of the house did not herself hear
the shriek, but when shortly afterwards
she entered Mrs. Talbet’s room, on the
, she found her mistress in a semi-
condition from the fright, Mr.
s. Talbert, with the servant, will
y be called at the adjourned in-
quest. It is now stated that the pawn-
broker who received Miss Hacker's watch
and chain in pawn has identified Hannah
Dobbs, who 18 serving a term of imprison-
ment, but who was formerly servant to
Mr. Bastendorff, 4 Euston Square, as the
woman who brought the property to him.
There is but one opinion in Canterbury re-
garding the remains, viz., that they are
those of Miss Hacker. The style of her
walk as described by those who state that
they have seen her in the neighbourhood
of Euston square is a circumstance wupon
which much reliance has been placed ; in-
deed, no stranger to Canterbury who hap-
pened to meet Miss Hacker in the streets
could fail to note the eccentric attempts of
an aged female to dress and copy the de-
portment of a young girl. )

The latest intelligence is that the police,
with the evidence they now have, are san-
guine of unravelling the Euston Square
mystery.

Mrs. Bastendorff, wife of the owner of
thefouse in Euston Square, is said to have
made an important statement to the police.
She states that she remembers Miss ker
perfectly well. About twelve months ago
she was informed by Hannah Dobbs thhnt
the old lady e away, leaving her
room, on the neonmoor back, in a very
disordered state. Knowing now the events
which are believed to’have taken place in
that room, Mrs. Bastendorff thinks that
the confusion might have been the result
of a struggle. About this time Dobbs went
into the country, and, on her return, in-
formed everyome that an uncle had died
and left her £50 in gold, besides making
her bequests of various articles of jewellery.
After this statement, the police examined
the room Miss Hacker had occupied, and
found on the carpet a large blot, believed
to be a blood stain, which had the appear-
ance of having been wiped up. This has
beer cut out by the detectives, and is now
in the hands of the authorities at Scotland
Yard. One of Mr. Bastendorff’s workmen
is said to have recognized at Scotland Yard
some rings which he says had been shown
him by Dobbs.

THE FITZA LAN CHAPEL CASE,
