There was no way for him to es-
cape being burned to death but to
jump. He was picked up uncon-
scious and carried to the home of
a physician, where it was said
there was no hope for his recovery.

The loss is estimated at $75,000
with insurance of $30,000. 'The
flames swept the bumlding with
such rapidity that wmost of the oc-
cupants had no time to dress, and
escaped in their thin night ciothes.
The night was bitterly cold, so
that younger pupils and older in-
structors more particularly suffered
greatly until help arrived and
they were given shelter with
neighbors.

Inside of two hours from the
time the outbreak was discovered,
nothing remained of the building
but a heap of smoking bricks and
timbers.

W. S. Loggie. M. P. referred
briefly to politics.

Reterring to local matters, he
said the new railway in Chatham
wouid soon be an accomplished
fact, and was found to have a very
beneticial effect on the trvade of
the town and district. The resi-
dents in the Miramichi country
had a great heritage and the com-
ing of the Transcontinental rail-
way would help in its develop-
ment. Much was being done at
St. John, which would have suffi-
cient influence on the North Shore,
and while traffic from the west
was being drawn to that port, he
saw no reason why Chatham
should not have a share in some
of it.

W. B. Snowball spoke of the
advantage of the new line of rail-
way which was already attracting
prospects in the way of new in-
dustrics. He referred to the good
work Mr. Loggie had accomplished
subsidies for the new steamers and
suggested that a subsidy should
be asked for for aline of steamers
to run twice a week from Chat-
ham to Charlottetown, Newtound-
land and Nova Scotia and back

He also referred to the proposed
closing of the Blackville-Chatham
Junction section of the Canada
Eastern, and moved a resolution
condemning the proposal to close
it, which was carried.

A resolution was passed ex-
pressing great regret at the loss of
the late secretary, Mr. Warren C.

B ndebtedness of the

Town Council met Tuesday
night, January 3rq, in special ses-
sion.

Aldermen present—Clark, Butler,
Falconer, Morrison and Russell,
AVl Clark was chosen chairman,
luayor MecMurdo being absent,

The chief business was to pro-
vide ways and means cof meeting
the town’s overdraft of nearly
$20,000 for the payment of which
the Royal Bank is urgently pres
sing.

Ald. Morrison pointed out that
the town had never made any
special provisien for expenditures
on Capital Account—extension of
light and water system, buying of
land, ete, Capital expenditures for
last two years had totalled about
$3000. The town should always
have some $5000 shead. He pro-
posed to borrow about $30,000 to
wipe out floating debt and leave a
margin to work upon. Extension
of water system did not pay for
itself inside of five years, Assess-
ment, if all collected, would meet
all ordinary expenses, but not cap-
ital expenditures,

The Town Clerk said thit up to
date this year between $21,000 and
$22,000 had been collected,

Ald. Butler said that all default
taxes on real estate should be at
once collected by legal means.

It was moved by Ald. Morrison
and Butler that the Maycr and
Treasurer be authorized to borrow
not more than $6,000 at five per
cent. interest and payable not later
than July 1st next, o meet current
expenses, loan to be from Royal
Bank. Passed unanimously,

It was moved by Ald. Batler
and Russell:

Resolved that the Finance Com-
mittee be authorized to take steps
to obtain legislation to enable the
town to issue bonds for $30,000 to
pay outstanding loans incurred by
shrinkagé of bonds and for expen-
diture on capital account.

Passed unanimously

Ald. Butler in accordance with
previous promise, moved that a
committee beappointed to apply
for legislation:

1-—To so amend the incorpora-
tion act as regards the town of
Newecastle that candidates fo
Aldermen shall subseribe  their
nomination paper and a dec'aration
before the town clerk that they
are ratepayers in the town for the
preceding year and are not indebt-
ed to the town for taxes or other-
wise,

2—That no preperty qualitication
be required of candidates for Alder-
men. -

32 To exempt from taxation in-
come ofy householders (that is, heads
of families, whether owners of
houses or not) up to $300 per year.

4—To exempt from taxation
money lent upon real estate or for
industries in the town or invested
in town debentures by persons
o her than corporation

The first part of Section le
explained, was designed to prevent
anyone being numinated without
his consent. Section 2 was to re-
move a glaring injustice to which
many good citizens were subjected
Section 3 would tend to more near-
ly equalize the burdens of taxation
and aimed to exempt from tax-
ation that income absolutely neces-
sary to sustain life. Section 4 was
calculeted to induce people now
having money tied up in the Banks
to bring it into circulation for the
benefit of the town.

Ald. Morrison condemned the
motion as too radical. Chairman
Clark was also against it, and Ald,
Russell would have nothing to do
with it. To get it before the Coun-
¢l, howevor, Ald. Falconer consent-
ed to eecond it.

Then on motion of Ald. Morrison
and Falconer, the moticn of Ald,
Butler was laid on the table till
nexf regular meeting.

Faleener and Russell said
that they wanted to see the taxes
collected, but they were not in
favor of collecting them by force
during the cold weather. Ald.
Russell said it was not Christian
to ase poor people so.

Ald. Butler and Morrison pointed
out all defaulters had beeu billed
last spring and had had ample
time. Next spring another assess-
ment would be added.

Ald. Morrison said that the de-
fault list was now $15,000, and
that it was dishonest for some to
refuse to pay while others paid
their own taxes and also the inter
est on money that had to be bor-
rowed to make good such default.

Ald. Sargeant said that whole-
sale cullection would be too hard
on some.

Ald. Morrison said that the
Counzil had been so lax that the
people were langhing at them.
