The crew 
were shipped at Sunderland, Eng­
land, in July, the agreement not to 
extend beyond December 3t, or as 
soon thereafter as they should reach a 
port of the United Kingdom. The 
steamer left Havre on December 22, 
and the men, after demanding their 
discharge, refused tp work.

Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, Chan­
cellor ot the Exchequer, speaking at 
Bristol on the itph inst., ridiculed 
the notion of providing granaries, as 
has been suggested in some quarters. 
He said he was convinced that the 
British navy was strong enough to 
hold its own ; and in any war Eng­
land would have many friends ready 
to supply corn. Referring to the 
coming estimates he said that these 
would show that the government was 
fully aliye to keeping up the standard 
of the army and navy, though he 
declared it was not creditable to 
Canada or fair to English taxpayers 
that such a colony should practically 
contribute nothing to the naval de­
fences of the Empire. He hoped 
that Canada would soon turn her at­
tention to this matter, adding that he 
was convinced that if she did not, the 
day would come when she would have 
a rude awakening which would be 
entirely her own fault.
