JRON MINES.

“Whout the gold recfs of Johar—
nesburg z10 to itbe Trapevasa! the
Walana iron beds are 10 Newfound-
land,” sayes the New York Tribare.
“They form immense deposita of
rich red | ematite ore, three miles
glr)ﬂwd aprerel bundred teet wide
.. et 34,000,000 ‘ons
in gigbt above the hizh wat r. The
beds dip dowaward at an sogles of
eight degrees, and it is believed that
they extoud bslow the sea in prac-
tically ucliraited quantity, though
what is now in sight will seffice for
a generation’s work. To all intents
snd purposes thp mine is open
giarry. The ore is got at by chop-
ping off & sucface covering of ear'h
and rock and then loosening the
hematite wirh charges of dyramite.
“The deposit is one of natare’s
fresks. It isa perfect reprodaction
of a tiled floor.  Chuo:loss miiliors
of cubes of mineral are luid cu' with
rectangnlar precision following the
trend of the stratification and these
seem {0 have been cemented and
forced together by some giant ma-
chirvery io prehistorio days. Layer
upon layer of thgse cubes isseen in
a vertical section of the mine, and
the lines of cleavage are as periect
a8 8 child's box of blocks. The only
