From the Wingham Times.
The nomination of Mi C. Cameron, 

M.P., for the Commons,and of Hun. A. 
M. Ross for the Legislature, by the Re­
formers of West HtiniR, once more 
place» in the field two of the moat pop­
ular and able politicians in the Province. 
The Reformers of the Riding have every 
reason to feel proud of their candidates; 
their choice ia eminently creditable to 
them, and there ia every prospect that 
the result of the contests near at hand 
will prove most satisfactory to them. 
For nineteen year# Mr. Cameron hae 
served in Parliament and haa shown 
himself to be an earncat, huneat advo­
cate of the principles of the pjrty to 
which he belongs. As a public speaker 
he is unsurpassed, and as such he haa 
earned fur himself more than a national 
reputation. His recent expositions of 
the corrup ion of the present Adminis­
tration have given the public a glimpse 
behind the econes which they have never 
before had, and exposed the depravity of 
the Government in such a manner as lo 
be anything but relished by its support­
ers. Ever on the aggressive, seldom on 
the defensive, he gives the Government 
supporters a thorough warming up, and 
he says exactly what he means, and calls 
a spade a spade every time. Hence it 
is that ho is so heartily despised and ab­
horred by the opposite party, aod hence 
it is that no effort will be spared by the 
Government in order to secure his de­
feat and keep such a formidable oppon­
ent out of the Hnure.

Last Thursday R. E. Williams, of 
Jackson, Mich., a hydraulic engineer, 
connected with the firm of Moffet, Hud­
gens & Clarke, of Watertown, N. Y., 
arrived in town to examine into the feas­
ibility of a waterwoiks scheme for Gode- 
rich. He was at once taken in hand by 
the mayor and members of the commit 
tee, and waa kept busily engaged in get­
ting up data fur hia report during hia 
stay here. Monday laat a meeting was 
arranged for the engineer and committee 
in the clerk’s office at 10 a. m., to re­
ceive a verbal report from the former. 
All the members of the committee were 
present except M. G. Cameron.

The mayor, in opening the meeting, 
said Mr Williams had been looking 
around so as to get as full information 
possible upon the subject of projecting 
waterworks for Goderich. The engineer 
was not in a position to give exact 
figures at present, but would offer a few 
suggestions to, and accept suggestions 
from the committee.

Mr William» said, as the mayor had 
stated, he had no formed report to 
make. Still he could offer suggestions 
lo the cominitee and waa willing to take 
suggestion» from that body. He would 
premise that if there were a swamp in 
the heart of the town, no effort would be 
spared to remove it ; and if the well 
water of the town waa detrimental to 
the health of the inhabitants means I 
should be taken to improve the water 
system. In Goderich there was a bed of 
gravel, resting upon » bottom of clay or 
“hard-pan," and the water after it reach­
ed the latter trickled by a alow grade to 
the lake. The water thus obtained from 
the wells was not poisonous in the venae 
that strychnine was, and would not kill 
outright,but it was detrimental to health, 
all the same, and accounted largely tor 
doctors’ bills fur which no other cause 
could be assigned. Some yens ago in 
the town where he lived diphtheria and 
typhoid fever broke out, and nine- 
tenths of the original cases were traced 
to the consumers of well water. In 
talking to some of the town physicians 
he learned that the water was bad, and 
for that reason, if for nu other,there waa 
a need for a system of pure water. The 
necessity of improved tire protection, the 
lessening ef insurance rates, and the 
use of water for domestic and manufac­
turing purposes and public fountains 
were then referred to by the speaker, 
who also at this point, read extracts 
from the report of Mr Rice, of Boston, 
in reference to the Lawrence, Mas»., 
waterworks. The cost of six miles of 
pine, properly constructed, would be 
about $00,000; probably a system cost­
ing $30,000 or $35,000, and extending 
four or four and a half miles, would suit 
the requirements of Goderich. If you 
are rasing $22,000 a year, tile addi­
tional rate would be about $3,000, or an 
increase of one-quarter of a cent on the 
dollar. In this respect, it might be well 
to state that the Croton Aqueduct Board 
of New York had placed on record that 
the reduction on the insurance rates in 
that city more than compensated for the 
additional taxation caused by the con­
struction of the waterworks. In Gode­
rich some half-doeen source* of aupply 
were talked of (1) To tike the aup­
ply from the lake. This would involve 
the construction of a crib, and the plac­
ing a long range of flexible pipea, and 
the expense would be out of all propor­
tion to the size of the town. The filter­
ing in connection would also be an ex­
pensive piece of business. (2) Then 
there was the obtaining of the water 
supply from the rirer. This would in­
volve artificial fibration, and as the river 
ran in a limestone bed, he c mid not 
recommend that plan, owing to the ex­
pense that would be necessary for blast­
ing and other purposes. Besides, from 
what he had learned, after the water 
had bt'en filtered it would atill be too 
hard for domeetio uses. Besides the 
foregoing, there were three other sources 
of supply that were publicly spoken of, 
(1) Porter’s brock, ('i) cemetery spring, 
(3) the artesian well. If thetewnhada 
population of 10,000, he would «perd 
•ome time in investigating into the fea­
sibility of the first named, but at the 
very start the distance of the source of 
supply, snd the cost of putting in the 
mains required, would prove insupera­
ble barriers in the case of a town of the 
size of Goderich. The cemetery spring 
was only running at the rate of about. 
25,000 or 30,000 gallons a day, which 
would be insufficient for the town ser­
vice. In both of the brookn mentioned 
he believed good water could be obtain­
ed, as trout liyed m them, and where 
trout lived the water was not inimical to 
human beluga. This brought them 
down to the artesian well scheme. As­
suming that the water was lit to drink 
and to waah in, it went without raying 
that it would put out fire It might, 
however, bo too bard for cooking owing 
to the possession of carbonate proper­
ties, and he was not.in a position to say 
how it could he used fur railroad pur­
poses until it bad been thoroughly an­
alyzed.

Mr Rice, of the North American 
Chemical Works, said the water which 
had been analyzed by him contained e 

I large amount of solid matter.
I Mr William», continuing, eaid, assum­

ing that the water would suit, and that 
it would have to be lifted 160 feet, he 
would prefer to have the pumps at the 
bottom of the well, with a auction of 
8 or 10 feet, and then drive the water 
upward. That, however, waa not prac­
ticable in thia inatance. A suggestion 
had been made to work the raising ot 
the water similar to that pursued in aalt 
wells, viz., to pump the water over into 
a great tank ; a second suggeation 
had been made to pump the water direct­
ly into the mains. The quantity of water 
required would be iu round numbers 
about 25 gallon» per head per day, or an 
averageuf about 125,000gallone eachday. 
But an average is one thing and a maxi­
mum another. In cate of tire the draw 
upon the supply for some hours might 
run away up, and it would not be safe to 
calculate upon a lees daily service than 
760,000 or 1,000,000 gallons. He 
thought the following quantity of mains 
would at least he required : 1,500 feet of 
10-inoh pipe, 3,600 feet of 8 inch pipe, 
6,000 feel of 6 inch pipe, and the bal­
ance 4-inch pipe. Two, three, four or 
aix miles could be easily figured upon, 
but he would not advise them to start 
with more than four or fire miles of pipe.
If the force main was large enough it 
would be an eaay matter to make further 
extension aa occasion required. The 
growth of a town and the direction in 
which business moved were considera­
tions ill this regard. He believed that 
the pumping of the water into a large 
tank waa feasible, and another waa to 
lift it from a pumping well into a reser­
voir and force it by the aid of a Worth­
ington, Blake, Gardner & Maxwell or 
Dean pump. He left the question of 
the mode of conetructiwn and operation 
open to the committee.

After a few questions by member» of 
the committee Mr Rice gave an analysis 
of the water front the artesian well, and

showed the constituents of which ltwis 
c imposed. Although it was what is com­
monly known as “hard," he claimed 
that it was far more pure than the well 
water which the large majority of the 
townspeople were forced to drink.

After some further discussion on the 
quality of the water, Mr Joseph Wil­
liams suggested that a specimen of the 
water be sent to the firm for analysts, 
and Mr Rice approved of the suggeation.

Mr Humber did not think it waa neces­
sary to discuss the chemical properties 
of the water at preaent. What the com­
mittee wanted to know, in the event 
of the artesian well being used, was, 
the beat system to adopt, the best meth­
od of supply, the cost, «Sc. He was in 
favor of pumping with en ordiuery eng­
ine in a tank from which it could be 
forced through the maine by pressure.

The mayor stated aliat the information 
given by the engineer waa purely infor­
mal. Later on that gentleman would 
furnish a written report. When the 
committee reached a cetain stage it would 
bo necessary to aubmit a by-law to the 
ratepayer» and then every information 
possible would have to be obtained.

Mr Campion—One thing had been 
clearly demonstrated, and that waa the 
supply obtainable from the cemetery 
spring was inadequate.

Mr Humber corroborated the state­
ment made by Mr Williams in this re­
gard, and then asked the engineer if 
any pomp was known which could act 
as a force and lifting pump both.

Mr Williams had never heard of such 
an engine. He then diacuased the 
gravity system, the direct pressure sys­
tem and the combined ayetem of water- 
work», and described the method of ob­
taining a waterhead under the combin­
ed system in towns and cities similarly 
situated to Goderich.

Theee expiation» brought the meeting 
to a cloae.

goblins, and other supposition» airy 
residents came in for graphic description 
by the reeonteur. And we’d gather 
closer together aa the ember» in the fire­
place burned lower, anxious for the 
weird atoriea, yet fearful of the de­
tails, and dreading that every guest of 
wind that swept around the gablee 
would bring before us ocular demonatra- 
tion of what we knew were impossibili­
ties, but what the earnest tone» of the 
story-teller invested with almost the 
charm of realities. And the stories ef 
the long ago Hallowe’en dwell still in onr 
miuds, and although decades have passed 
since then many of us have found to our 
sorrow that ghouls and goblina stand in 
the path of the children of men, not only 
on ll .llowe’eu, but day by day through­
out the year, and year by year in the 
march of time. I do not mean to be un­
derstood aa saying that ghosts, ghouls 
and goblius are verities, but I do say, 
and I challenge contradiction that, in 
the old stories ot the long ago can be 
Been allégorie» of what we have known 
in intervening years. Who of us can 
not look back upon the ghosts of lost 
hopes and unwrought opportunitiesÎ 
Upon the ghouls of passions that were 
allowed to master t Upon the goblina 
that have lurked in the tempter’s voice, 
the deludor’a «mile, or the foaming 
cup I No ; I’m not opposed to ghoets- 
stories on Hallowe’on, but let each story 
contain a moral, and let the moral te 
actual and the preamble the suppositions. 
Æsop’a fables sre not believed to be true 
by anybody, yet the moral of each con­
tains more tlist a peck of solid sense. ,
