Five Hundred Women Strikers in Chi-
cago March to Talloring Shop and
With Rocks and Clubs Shatfer the
Windows. g

Chicago, Dec. 29~—Riots of the strik-
ing Garment Workers ,which ceased
the week before Christmas, were re-
newed today.

Five hundred strikers, most of them
‘woman and girls, braved a snowstarm,
marched to the tailoring shop of Hil-
debrand and Company and with rocks
and clubs shattered most of the win-
dows of the place.

The cries of the women were added
to the shouts of men that the non-
union employees of the place come out
and join in the strike. A riot call
brought several wagon loads of police
who rushed the strikers.

Two men were arrested. Many ol
strikers were beaten with clubs before
the mob was dispersed.
