ferent from the conditions  of any
other country. It is not because we
are close to Nova Scotia or Prince
Edward Island that the literature that
applies to cither of these places should
apply to Newfoundland. Take the
case of England and Ireland. .Surely
no person will contend that the litera-
ture relating to the agriculture of
England would -apply to the agricul-
ture of Ireland. The soil of Ireland is
entirely different from the soil of Eng-
land and for the same reasons the
soil of Newfoundland is different from
that of Canada. The farther away
you are from the mainland the more
the conditions which exist on the
mainland are altered. The soil is dif-
ferent; the climate is different and
the whole circumstances of farming
are different, and for that reason the
literature which has been distributed
throughout this Colony, if it is eve:
read, and I don’t believe it is, is not
only useless, but positively harmful
The Act of 1908 cortemplated liter-
ature which would deal with our own
conditions, and Wwhich would be a real
instruction to those engaged in agri-
culture.

tite lines which thé -country expects
and desires to see. If the hon. mem-
bers read the reports of these scien-
tific gentlemen who visited this coun-
try during the last year or two, they
will see there pointedly brought be-
fore them the fact that proper in-
structions and proper training under
the ccndjtions and in connection with
the country and climate, and particu-
lars of farming are necessary before
any good results can be acquired. I
would commend to the serious study
of the Minister of Agriculture the re-
ports of Dr. Robertson and Dr. Mac-
. Phail and others. The Minister of
Agriculture in his report quotes from
Dr. Robertson’s report. I have not
seen that report itself, though I have
seen an address which Dr. Robertson
delivered.

HON. MINISTER AGRICULTURE
& MINES.—If you will permit me to
explain, I might say that Dr. Robert-
son has not made different reports.
In Dr. MacPhail’'s case, a letter was
written to the Premier, and I think
you have that there. Dr. Robertson
gave a public lecture in the Prime
Minister’s office, and I think that was’
copied verbatim. This is his report.

MR. KENT.—I was misled by the
word report. °

HON. MINISTER AGRICULTURE
& MINES.—I have given the leader .of
the Opposition a full report.

M. KENT.— I referred to this as
the report, becausec it is called a re-
port in the Minister’'s report. I was
going to refer to the fact that if the
Minister had examined these reports,
he would have found that Dr. Robert-
son and Dr. MacPhail, Dr. Standish
and Mr. Moore, and every other per-
son who has made a report, has kept
all the time before his department
the necessity of a proper scientific
handling and management of Seeds.
The distribution of secds and stock,
if not carMed on under proper c_ondi-
tions, is harmful. Dr. Robertson in
his report, after referring to the po-
tatoes, says: “The first part of the
process is the preparation - of a seed
2ed. Thorough cultivation and ade-
juate manure, or other fertilizer, will
\llow the young and tender plants to
obtain ‘their food and make a good
start early. That is a grcat principle
of agriculture. It is most important
that a farmer should use good and re-
liable seeds; if he gets poor and
‘nferior seeds, and sows or plants
them, he is not giving the future
b)lants half a chance to thrive. Fre-
quent cultivation during the growing
jeason is beneficial. It not only keeps
iown weeds, but it makes conditions
‘n the soil which stimulate the growth
>f the tubers.” Now, any person read-
ing these few sentences must be im-
pressed by the fact that - there is
jomething else besides merely giving
v man the seed and telling him to put
‘t in the ground. Dr. MacPhail points
yut the factors which bring about re-
jults. He says they are, 1st, “Proper
wddition to the soil in the shape of
‘ertilizer, to make it more pliable and
‘layey; 2nd, The use of proven seeds;
srd, Instead of planting the whole po-
atoes, to divide the large one into
hree picces; 4th, To set the potatoes
hree feet apart, instead of 1§ inches;
sth, To gather the potatocs before the
stalks become black at the roots.” All
hese are points in a science with
which the man who is talking is fam-
iliar, and which he hopes the Depart-
nent of Agriculture will appreciate
ind put into practice. Then, if you
ire going to have an agricultural peo-
)le, spread throughout this country,
t must be borne in mind that the
‘are of a farm doesn’t merely consist
‘n planting your seed and reaping
your harvest after it has become ripe;
and in the meantime going away to
»ngage in some other operation. A
farm, to become productive, requires
sonstant attention right throughout
*he season, every day of the year, and
without this, the object all desire to
sbtain can never be accomplished. 1
‘hink it is a matter of regret that the
Jovernment has made this departure.
[ think that .if they had followed out
the policy which has proven so suc-
sessful in every case in which it has
yeen tried, that in a short time we
would have in this country a largs
igricultural industry. Last year we
voted $20,000, and the Government ex-
pended nearly $50,000. We are now
being asked to vote. $40,000. One of
the facts which have been pointed to
)y the, Government as testifying to the
success that has attended their ef-
‘orts in the matter of agricultural de-
elopment, was the exhibition, which
was held here in St. John's last year.
Fhat was a very fine cxhibition, but
the products that'were there exhibit-
sdwere were not the rcsult of any ac-
tion taken by the present Government.
We might have had a similar exhibi-
tion in Newfoundland ten years ago.
.[ admit, and I think every person will
admit, that the exhibition was a very
good illustration of what the country
is capable of producing, and in view
of the excellence of the products
there exhibited, it is'a pity that these
products are not properly handled.
The exhibition in itself placed 'it be-
yond doubt that we are capable of
developing our agriculture to such an
extent that the country will be able
to produce all that we shall require,
but that the success of the agricul-
tural shows at the recent exhibition
was in any sense due to the Govern-
ment, or its agricultural policy, no
person with any sense will believe.
There were exhibits from all parts of
the Island, even the most remote dis-
tricts, that showcd that this power of
production, if properly used, extends
throughout the length and breadth of
the  Colony. Most of these proguets
were produced not by the ordinary
fisherman-farmer, but by those in the
districts like . St. John’s . and St
George's, where the farming industry
is more developed than it is in other
parts of the Island, and by those who
'can afford’ through having leisure and
means, to devote themselves to it. No,
Sir, as I said before, I think that the
keynote of the’Government’s policy is
indicated in the section which repeals
ag far as it goes the statute that is
properly known as the “Placeman’s
Act,” and I am convinced that the in-
tention of the Government is not the
improvement of agriculture, for if
it was, the first thing to do would be
to appoint an agricultural board com-

ture; or at least men who have spent
their lives in farming. I am quite

Chocolate Soldier” without impairing
one’s taste for Oratorio. I question if
any member of the “aristocratic’
(sic) audience on Thursday evening
was under any delusion as to the
y merits of the musical bill of fare of-
fered him by the Pierrots,"and I can
perhaps enlighten your correspond-
ent as to the reasons why this little
concert gave so much pleasure. In
the first place the Pierrots knew
their limitations. They did not weary
their audience -with ineffectual at-
| tempts at rendering music of a se-
verely classical type, but contented
themselves with musical comedy.
They were quite unpretenious and
thoroughly natural, and their acting
had all the charm of spontaneity.
Also, they were for the most part
personally well known to the audi-
ence, a fact which created a friendly
interest in their efforts. And I think
I speak for many of my brother and
sister “aristocrats” when I say that
the most. attractive feature of this
. entertainment was the evident satis-
! faction of the Pierrots themselves.
{ Such a pleasant, happy group of per-
l formers we do not often see, and their
good humour was quite infectious and
evoked a kindly sympathy in returm
from the audience. We were not lis-
tening to professionals, nor to ama-
teurs attempting something that was
beyond them, but to a crowd of jolly
young people bent on amusing, and
themselves amused.

John Passmore Edwards, formerly
proprietor of the Echo, a publicist,
philanthropist, and advocate of na-
tional peace, is dead at the age of
over 88.

Over 70
public institutions were founded by
him, and he received the freedom of
several cities. As far back as 1848
he was delegate to the Peace Con-
gress at Brussels, in 1%49 at Paris,
and the next year at Frankfort.
Twice he declined the honor of
knighthood.

Special Evening Telegram,
LONDON, April 23.
The first instalment of the work of
improvement to the Port of London,
under the Act by which the Govern-
ment took over all the docks and
vested them in the control of the Port
of London Authorities, is about to he
taken in hand. The whole undertak-
ing will occupy years, and is destined
to place London on an equality with
Liverpool, Southampton and other
ports in respect to modern equip-
ment. Commencement has been made
on the construction of the South Al-
bert Dock, the expense of which will
be about $12,000,000. The dock is
designed to accommodate the largest
ships afloat. The scheme includes
straightening of the River Thames.

A Terrible Accident.

By the Portia we get some particu-
lars of the death of the man Levi
Thorne, who was Kkilled Friday last
by a fall from the mast head of the
schr. Patten. The man, who was mate
on the ship, was up on the mainmast
head and was reaching to grasp a
block near him when he lost his bal-
ance and fell to the deck, a distance
of 40 feet.

Despite the terrible fall the
man was not rendered unconscious
and did not seem to suffer much pain,
but when being moved he suffered
terribly, and suffered awful agony
until death released him in a couple
of hours. Both his legs and his back
was broken and he was hurt inter-
nally., The body was taken by the
Portia to Placentia to be taken home
to Green'’s 'Harbor, T.B.
