The Quebec Central Going Under B. &
§ - M. E. Control.

QUEBEC, June 93, —Rumors have been cur-
rent in this city for some time past that the
managergent of the - Boston & Maine Rail-
‘road were seeking to acquire the property of
the Quebec Central road in order to gain
entrance into Quebec and to the territory in
the Lake St. John region north of this city.

The Quebec Central Railroad runs from
Levis, on the opposite side of the river from
Quebec, to Sherbrooke, where it connects
with the Boston and Maine road. Dana J.
Flanders, general passenger agent; H E.
Folsom, general_ superiutendent, and Irving
W. Drew, counsel for the Boston & Maine
Railroad, have been inspecting, the groperty

- and have journeyed into the Lake St. Joha
region, which they predict will shortly be-
come & great resort for tourists and sports-

DR. WILD ON STREET CARS,

Thinks the City Should Run Them But
Fren from Aldermanic Control.

Rev. Dr. Wild delivered himself upon the
street car question last night after the open-
ing hymn had been sung. He said that similar
uffairs had been successfully run-under gov-
ernmental and municipal control in Great
Britain and he believed that the present was
opportune for the city of Toronto to experi-
ment, *If we can run it properly let us also
take over the telephoneand gas systems and
get the profits out of them. [Laughter and ag—
plause.] I think the city should run the
street railway for a couple of years anyhow.
There will undoubtedly be a change in the
present system in & few years. I don’t think
that in another five years from now & horse
will be used. :

“[f the city concludes to run the railway
it should be inanaged by commissioners ‘and
not at all subject to. the aldermen. 1
sorry to say this - because I have
several aldermen in my church. No,
gentlemen, you shan’t have a flager in the
pie. [Laughter and applause.] The rail-
way would pollute our cit politics very
seriously if the aldermen bad control of it.
Don’t let us be in a hurry but deal cautiously
and honestly with the gquestion. Since the
railway came into the city’s charge I have
folt differently towards it. I mever now try
to evade paying my fare—[laughter]—be-
cause I feel that I am riding in my own car-
riage.”

10 SOFFER AND 10 ENDURE.

HIS HOLINESS SAYXYS THAT IS THE
FATE OF MAN,

e

A% Encyctical Read at the Roman Catho-

“ lje Churches Yesterday—It Deals with
the Labor Problem--The Socialist’s
Remedy is against Nature—Religion is
Man’s Only True Solace and Applies
Alike to Employer and Employed.

By order of Archbishop Walsh an encycli-
cal letter from His Holiness Pope Leo XIIL
was read in the Catholic churches in this
city yesterday. The letter is a very lengthy
one and about one-half of it only was read.
It will be continued next Sunday and the
different parts fully explained. His Holiness
in addressing-the venerable brethren says :
‘‘As on former si when it d vp-
portune to refute false teaching we have
‘addressed you in the interests of the church
and of the common weal, and have issued
letters on politjcal power, on human liberty,
on the Christian coastitution of the state
and on similar subjects, so now we have
thought it useful to speak on the condition
of -labor.” Continuing it says tbat
some remedy must be found. and
quickly found, for the misery and
wretchedness which press so heavily at this
moment on the large majority of the very
poor. The ancient workman’s guilds were
destroyed in the last century, and no other
organization took their place. Public in-
stitutions and the laws have repudiated the
ancient, religion.. Hence by degrees it has
come to pass that - workingmeu have been.
given over, isolated -and defenceless, to the
callousness of employers and the greed of
unrestrained competition.  The evil has
been increased by rapacious usury, which,
although more than Jonce condemned by the
Church, is nevertheless under a different
form, but with the same guilt. still practised
by avaricious aud grasping -men. And to
this must be added the custom of working
hy contract,’and the concentration of so
many. branches of trade in the hands of a

very rich men have been able to lay
upon the masses of the poor a
yoke little better thaun slavery itself,
*“To remedy these evils,” it says, “Socialists
working on th r man’s envy of the rich
endeavor to destroy private property. They
hold that by thus tfansferring property
from private persons to the community the
present evil state of things will be set. to
rights, because each citizen will then bave his

ual share of whatever there is to enjoy.
“But,” it adds, “‘their proposals are so clear-
Iv futile for all practical purposes that if
they were carried out the workingman him-
self wouid be the first to suffer.” This state-
ment is proven by a simgle line of reasoning.
If a man works, and if his work is remun-
erative, the motive of his work is to obtain

ession. If one man hires out to another
is strength or his industry he does this for
the purpose of receiving in return what is
necessary for food and living; he thereby
expressly proposes to acquire 8 full and real
right, not only to the remuneration; but also
to the disposal of that remuneration as he
pleases. If he lives sparingly, saves money
and invests his savings for greater secur-
ity in land, the 'land in such a case
is only his wages in anotber form and
eonseguently‘ a workingman's: little estate
should be as completely at his disposal as the
wages he receives for his labor. The Social-
ists, therefore,in endeavoring to transfer the
sions of individuals-to the community,
strike at the interests of every wage-earner,
for they deprive him of the liberty of digpos-
ing of his wages, and thus of all hope and
possibility of increasing his stock and of bet-
tering his condition of life.

In speaking of man’s natural ‘right
to private  property, it says that
nature owes to a man a storehouse
that shall never fail, the daily supply of the
daily wants, and this he finds only in the
inexhaustible fertility of the earth. Nor
must he at this staga have recourse to the
state.

Man is older than the state; and he holds
the right of providing for the life of his body
prior to the formation of any state. And to
say that God has given the earth to the use
and enjoyment of - the universal human race
is not to deny that there can be private pro-
perty.

The state may mnot abolish nor absorb
paternal rights, and the idea, then, that
the civil government snould, at its own
discretion, penetraté and pervade the family
and the household is a great and pernicious
mistake. True if. a family finds itself in
great difficulty, utterly friendless, and with-
out prospect of help, it is right that extreme
necessity be met by public aid; for each
family is a part of the commopwealth. In
like manner if within the walls of the house-
hold . there -occurs grave  disturbarce
of ‘mutaal rights, the public power
must ioterfere “to force each party to
give the other what is due; for this
is not-to rob citizens of their rights, but
justly and properly to safeguard and
strengthen them. ;)

Thys it is clear that the main tenet of
Socialism, the community of goods, must be
utterly rejected; for it would- injure those
whom it is intended (to benefit, it would be
coutrary to the natural rights of mankind,
and it wonld induce confusion and disorder
into the commonwealth,

The church alone can solvl the social pro-
blem. Letit belaid down in the firdt place
that humanity must remain as it is. It
is impossible to reduce human society to a
level. Socialists may do their utmost, but
all striving against nature is vain. There
naturally exist among mankind innumerable
differences of the most important kind.
Such inequality is far frem being disad-
vantageous either to individuals or to the
commuuity; social and public life can only
go on by the: belp of various kinds' of
capacity and the laying of many parts, and
each man as & rule chooses the part which
peculiarly suits his case. Man having fallen
trom the staté of innocence, must always
Jahor. Cursed be the earth in thy work, in
thy labor thou shalv eat of it all the days of
thy life.—Genesis ii1, 17. ~ To suffer and to
endure therefore is the lot of humanity; let
men try as they may, no strenzth and no
artifice will ever succeed in ‘"banishing from
human life the ills and troubles which beset

it.

The letter goes on-to state that the differ-
ent classes should live .in barmony, and
says that there 18 fiothing more powerful
than religion (of which the Chureh is the in-
terpreter and guardian) in drawing rich and
poor together, by reminding each class of its
duties to the other, and especially of the duties
of justice. Thusreligion teaches the laboring
man aund the workinan to carry out earnestly
and well all” equitable - agreements freely
made, never to injure capital nor to outrage
the person of an empioyer; never to employ
vioience in representing his ~own cause
nor to engage in riot and disorder; and
to - have nothing to: do with men
of evil principles who work upon the people
with artful promises, and raise foolish hopes,
which usually eund in disaster, and in repen-
tance when too late.. Raligion teaches the
rich man and the employer that their work-
people are not their slaves; that they must
respect in every man his dignity asa man
and as a Christiau; that labor is nothing to
be ashamed of, if we listen :to right reason
and to Christian philosophy, but is an honor-
able employment, enabling a man to sustain
his life 4u an upright and creditable way:
snd that it is shawmetul and inbuman to treat
men like chattels to make money by or to
Jook upon them merely as so much muscle or
physieal power. . : :

The letter continues with a long discourse
on the Dignity of Labor, and states that so-
cial evils are to be remedied only by return
to Christian, life and institutions:
