The Aider- 
men in their dealings with the Com­
pany should remember that Its prom­
ises are utterly unreliable; that it has 
never hesitated to violate Its most 
solemn pledges, and that if It sees fit 
it will do so again.

to do any act which it requires to be 
done, unless some penalty or other 
mode of punishment Is expressly pro­
vided by law.” Will It be necessary 
for the public In its contest with the 
Gas Company to Invoke the assistance 
of the criminal law 7

«■Uly ef «Juntenipt of Court.
In the Company’s annual report for 

1895, just published, and which every 
consumer should peruse for himself, 
there appears» among other things, the 
sum of $50,000 written off for deprecia- 
tion of plant. The Company claim* 
that it is more profitable to Invest cap­
ital In plant than In debentures, and 
yet it admits a depreciation amount­
ing to $50,000 for one year alone, there­
by showing that money In debenture# 
is more profitable than in plant, as 
there is no depreciation In the former, 
but on the contrary, they bear Interest. 
Judge Ferguson holds that It is illegal 
for the Company tt> write off sums of 
money from profits for depreciation in 
plant, and yet in the teeth of this judg­
ment the Company does this very 
thing. It would be well for the Com­
pany to consult its legal advisers as 
to whether It has or has not been guilty 
cf contempt of court. The Plant and 
Buildings Renewal Fund Is Intended 
to cover all repairs and depredation In 
plant, and yet In addition to charging 
$116,000 for repairs for 1895, It charges 
for depreciation in plant as welL The 
words of the judgment are that the 
Plant and Buildings Renewal • Fund 
was “an estimated fund considered 
sufficient to keep the plant and build­
ings in a prbper condition, and that 
the Company are not authorized, aftee 
the employment of this fund or in ad­
dition to having the fund for this pur­
pose, to write off sums from the profits 
for any depreciation In plant.”

The Legislature Deceived.
The Company's manager gave to the 

Legislative Committee when the Act 
was passed a distinct pledge and as­
surance that 6 per cent, per annum on 
the value of all plant and buildings 
in use was fair and not excessive for 
the purposes of a Repairs Fund, and 
In the course of his examination (un­
der oath) in the pending action of 
Johnston v. Consumers’ Gas Company, 
Mr. Pearson was asked the following 
questions in reference to the forma­
tion of the Plant and Buildings Re­
newal Fund: ,

Question—Did you consider at that 
time that ' 5 per cent, was necessary 
for that purpose 7

Answer—I had written a number of 
gas companies prior to the Act being 
passai and the consensus of the re­
ports I received was that 6 per cent, 
was a fair amount, for depreciation of 
gas companies’ plant—5 per cent, per 
annum.

HAS MADE A HIT.

The Idea of a Bargain Bay In Fart Catch* 
Ing cn. The Pnmp Snake.

In Central Dakota, on the “ Missouri Bot­
toms,” there exists one of nature’s Strang­
est freaks. The settlers term it the 
* pump snake.” How it came there and 
where It came from is yet unknown. It 
first made its appearance in Emmons 
county, in' the spring of 1886. 
grown pump snake measures about 16 feet 
in length and about 3 inches In diameter. 
They, are are of gregarious habits, roam­
ing the prairie in large herds, as many as 
300 having been counted in a single flock. 
In dissecting one of these reptiles there 
is found a tube which extends from tho 
roof of the Jaw to the extremity of the 
tail, and terminating in an opening. This 
tube la about two Inches In diameter, and 
lined with a tough, yielding substance, 
similar to rubber. The pump snake Is 
easily trained to answer the call of man 
A„ !armc'r ““ Cat Tall Creek has a flock 
of 20 pump snakes trained to a remarkable 

°*JProficiency. At the blast of a
whistle the snakes assemble on the banks 
of the creek. The leader (there la always 
a leader to a herd of these snakes, who is 
elected by two-thirds majority) dashes into 
the water of the creek, leaving only the 
extremity of its tall on the bauk. An­
other snake Immediately grasjjq the end 
of the leader’s tall in,his jaws, a third 
suake takes hold of the second 
tail in a similar
