Qa Satarday, Sept. 3ed, 1 weut to the head
oftice of the great travelling agents Messvs.
Cook & Son, at the corner of Ludgate Hill,
and procured veturn tickets to Paris hy way
of Newbaven and Dieppe, and also changed
some money at the rate of 25 france for a
pound sterling. There are four different
ways of getting to Paris aud the shorter the
sea voyage, the higher ihe fare. The most
expensive route is that by Dover and Calaia,
which gives a loog journey on land but only
a little over one hour’s journey by ses. Next
io order is the Folkestone und Boulogue
route, and then the route by Newhaven aud
Dieppe which is much cheaper than the
other two but eutails a four hour’s sea pass-
age. Thereis yet another route cheaper still,
and that is by Southhampion and Havre,
the boats crossing in the night and beds be-
ing provided for passengers.

Oua Monday morping, Sept. 5:h, we lefc
London by the special express train for
Newhaven that connects with the steamer
for Diepps. The distance is 45 miles and no
stoppages are made on the way. Oar tick-
ets were second class, which in Eogland
seems to be a picce of extravagance as nearly
everyone travels thicd, but on the various
routes to Parie, third class passengers are
only carried by the night service. It ia a
very remarkablefact that first and second class
carriages on the Koglish railcoads are both
run at a loss, and it is the third class traffic
that pays the dividends and makes up the
losses incurred by the other classes. Ssveral
of the principal roads have giveo up running
secoud class carriages altogether, and run
ounly ficst and third thus effecting a saving of
income.

Qa arriviog at Newhaven, passengers and
baggage are transferred with remarkable
spaed fgom train to boat. Ic certainly was
not mdre than ten minutes from the time the
train arrived at Newhaven before the steamer
was on her way across the channel. We
went iato the refreshment room on thz pier,
but before we had ordered anyihing the
wailress said, “ If you are going by the boat
you will have to hurry on board at once.”
And we had, as we found no time to spare.

The boats are very small indeed, but very
swift. The service by this route in past
years was a tidal service and the time of de-
pariure was altered each day to suit the tide.
Ia those days the boats were large and com-
fortable. I have crossed by this route no
less than ten times in past years, and liked
it very much. But now it hasbecome a fxved
service, leaving at (he swme time every day,
aad in order to get up to the wharf at low
water the steamers have to-be small. They
are not only small, but miserably uncem-
fortable, and the accoramodations for second
class passengers wretched. There is a little
stuffy cabio, close and evil smelling, that
would not, in case of bad weather, accomma-
date half the passengers, and on deck they
are just allowed a corner of the lower deck,
where the spray dashes over in a playful
maaner. The only thing that can be said in
favour of the boats is that they are very fast.
We could not help contrasting chem with the
comfortable steamers to be found is American
and Canadian waters.

Dieppe is a pretty place especially when
seen fromn the channel, and is qaite a pepular
summer resort, haviog some nice hotels. It
eppears to be but a very ehort time after
gaining a first glimpse ¢f the French shores
hefore the boat is gliding into the harbour,
We pass in between two long piers, and the
first striking objacts are two large crucifixes,
oae on each pier, thus showing that we are
entering a Roman Catholic country. The
train for Paris is waitiog for us, but we have
fime to go to the refreshment roon and have
each & plate of soup, which is the most satiz
factory thing that snyone gan lake when on
a journey. The train passes slowly thrgugh
the streets of the old town of Dieppe cn its
way from the wharf to the station, where ‘it
stops only for a mioute or two and then pro-
@eeds at a rapid paceia the direction of Paris.

The rogte by Newhaven and Dieppe is
spoken of as the **Scenic Route,” and it well
deaerves the titje, for it i3 a very charming
ride from*Dieppe to Paris. Th rery ia
the neigbbourhood of Rouen is exceedingly
pretty. Rouen is the only place at which
the train stops on the journey to Paris. It
js a heaatiful city, surrounded by hills, the
river Sciue winding round it in a most pic-
turetque manner. [t possesses some very

agnificent churches, and in the cathedral
are the tombs of two Englich kings, Hienry
the second aud Richard the first. Joan of
Arc was burut alive in the public ¢qaare in
tke year 1431, and a fine sfatue erccted to
her memory now occupies the site.

About 7.6 we begsan to lock out for a first
glimpte of Paris and vepy soon saw in the
distance the famous Eiffel Towep, standing
up a thousand feet above the city. Whep |
the train ro'led into the St. Lazare station 1
decided that as we bad osly hand baggage
with us it would be unnecessary for us ro
{ake a cab as the hotel that I go to is not
miore than five ppinutes’ walk. We therefore
passed out of the statizn on foot iuto the
wige, brilliantly lighted strects of the best
poré of the most beautiful city on the face of
the giobs We went down the Rue Auber,

set the Grand Opera House and then turned
dows ihe ** Avenue de is Op:ra,” bat, alas,
Y ook a wrong turniug and we were lost in
» labyrinth of narrow streets; so after ail
we had to hail a **voitare,” the driver of
which turned his vehicle quickly round two
corners and charged us three francs.

When we arrived at the hotel it was near
8.00, aud go I said to the proprietor, *“ We
should like somethioyg to ¢at, but I suppose
the falle d' hoge is over.” **Oh,” ke said,
# we can gel you & dinser,” apd in a yery
short space of time a very nice dinuer of five
courses was scrved, accompanied, of course,
by the invariable piut cf wine for each person
gkgt is provided everywhere in France at
juncheocp gpd dinuer.

The hote js the **Hotel de Loudres et
Milan,” and is sitgated in the Rue St.
Hyaciothe, turning out of the Rue St.
Honore, and thus as those who have vieited
Paris will koow, right in the heart of the
best guarter of the city. I first went to this
notel in the year }86g, the palmy d_aya of.lhe
empire, and have visited it several times since
then, always finding it comfortabje apd
soderate in price. We had a besutifal suite
of rgpms, coneisting of two bedrooms with
Acessing pogm &e. attached, oo the first floor.
The ro0ms wWe;R jarge and very handsomely
fornished with 8 guaptjty of_mnrnra, and
fornitars upholsisred ,in‘ erijagon  velvet.
We made arpsngements wi'h (he proprietor
to go on the systein known on the c.:.'jl.mcnt
as ** pension,” by which means long bills are
avoided. The regular systear js tp have
everything charged in the bill, even fmndlﬁ_d
apd soap being charged for. ** Pension” is

Superintendent J. W. Hart.

The governors of the Kiogston dairy
school are pacticularly foriunate in their
choice of superintendenis for that institu-
tion. The first who held that offico proved
bimeelf an uoquolified success, and when he,
resigned to accept an evgagemert in New
Zenlaud, general regret was expressed that
he was removed from a sphere where he had
been so successful and a school the tuccees of
which he was respongible for. However, it
was circamstances over which the lecal di-
reotors had no control that compellel them
to accept his revignation. Ouwce this decizion
was reached the directors began to look
about for a capable man to fill the vacancy
caused by the retirement of euperintendent
Ruddick. J. W. Hart, then filiing the posi-
tion of adjuact professor of agricalture and
having charge of the live stock and dairying
department of Clemson, 8. C., agriculiural
college, was highly recommended ond after
& cousiderable amount of persuasion had
been brought to bear upon that gentleman,
he was persuaded to accept the otfer of the
governors of the local institution. He ar-
rived kero on Tuesday last and was at once
installed in his new office. *

Mr. Hart has bad a long and successful
career in the daitying industry and is to-day
considered one of the most efficient men in
Canada in that line of basiness. That the
Canadian dairy industry is aa important one
no one will gainsay, aud there is every rea-
son to believe that it will be further enhanced
through the efforts of the present encumbent
of the office of superintendent of the noted
Kingston dairy school. Mr. Hart is a na-
tive of Nova Scotia. He is a son of Rev. J.
R. Hart, Bridgetown, and waa born in 1865.
He has a natural fondness for the dairyiog
art, obtained through an early spplication
to the work. His father was fond of farm-
ing, and was for a number of years president
of the fruit growers’ association of Nova
Scotia. In 1885 Mr. Hart entered the Oa-
tario agricultural callege at Guelph, taking
a course in the dairying department. After
a brilliant carcer there he ob:ained a diploma
in 1887. He spent the sminmer cf that year
at the college as assistant butter maker and
bookkeeper of the creamery department. In
the winter course of that year he was ap-
pointed-to the charge of the eniire creamery
department. In the spring of 1888 he tock
a special course at Bluevale creamery, under
the direction of T. J. Dillon, who is now so
prominently known in connection with the
dairyiog industry of Prince Edward Island.
Immediately after that Mr. Hart went to
the government agricultural experimental
station at Aubain, Alabama. After spend-
ing a year there he was engaged to take
charge of a special dairying farm and herd
of a largs plantation. He then finally ac-
quired a half interest in the plantation, but
sold out at the expiration of one year to re-
turn to Cansda to do speciz]l work under the
direction of Prof. Robertson, government
commissicner of dairying. He was given
charge of the herd at central experimental
at O.tawa, being, later on, transferred to
Waoodstock and Elgin to assist in establishing
wiater creameries.

In 1883 Mr. Hart was sent to New Bruns
wick to take charge of the government
creamery located at Kingsclear. He re-
tained charge of this during the snmmer
months enly, in the winter months he was
placed in charge of the winter dairying sta-
tions situated at Sussex, N. B. From there
he went to Clemson agricultaral college and
experimental station, gituated at Clemson,
5. (. Besides being adjunct professor of
agriculiure, he had charge of the live stock
aud dairying department. There he re-
mained antil iavited to come to take charge
of the dairy echool here.

The new euperintendent is a man ‘of few
words. Liks his predecessor ia the position,
he prefers to allow the results of his labors
to speak for themselves. There is a busi-
ness-like air about him that at once impresees
itseif favorably upon all who come into con-
tact with him. He is a progressive student
of euhjacts pretaining Lo the welfare of his
chosen profession. Nothing is taken for
grauted; he wants to krow the reason for
every oceyrrence of an unusual nature that is
hrought bzfove his notige, aud it is this tem-
peranmient of erquiry that keeps him abreast
of the timeg in duirying matiers. There is
ro doubt Lot Mr. Hart will succzed here,
and that the enviable reputation of the
K cn dairy echool will be maintained, as

Pocc Barwell &t one time was a {Juurish-
ing plage, when with lumbering and ship
buildiog, money was plentiful and things
were boomiog., It is the eastern terminus of
what is generally called Nova Scotia street,
from the many settlers who came from that
province, aud is one of the finest streets in
western Oatario. It ie also the southern
terminus of the Tilsonburg, Lake Erie and
Pacitic Riilway, and is a summer recort of
considerable noie.

The harbor, frem its location, is one of the
best, naturally, on thé nerth shore of Erie,
but of late years years has Licen allowed to
drop into decay. At the tims of the Me
Kenzie Government §10,000 was expended
on it ia dredging and piers, but since that
time till the present government took office
not a dollar could be got for it in any way,
but as scon as this government tock the
reins, $15,000 was voted, which was subse-
aently avgmented to $25,000. Siace that
time, and only about three weeks ago the
Miaister of Pablic Works, Mr. Tarte, paid
us a virir, accompan‘ed by his engineér and
gecretary, snd gave us the promize that the
harbor should be put in a therough state of
repair igimedjately.

Sea fleet could get {nte the Mediterranean
without going through the Lardanelles.

The Washington Conference.

Washington, Nov. 12, —The two most im-
portant questions before the internationsl
conference on which a basis of agreement has
not yet been arrived at are reciprocily and
the Atlantic fisheries. An earnest endeavor
will be made during the next week to mal e
subatantial progress in the reciprocity nego-
tiations. Sir Wilfrid Laurier and Lord
Herechell will not be in Washisgton till next
Wednesday, and in the meantime the reci-
procity sub-committee will sit daily. While
none of the commissioners on cither side wiil
admit that they see a way cut of the diffi-
calties turrcunding this question there is a
disiinctly more hopeful feeling than duriog
the first few talksat Qaebec. The American
aathorities are now thoroughly acquainted
with the fact that the five million market is
r:ally werth more to the people of the United
S ates than the seventy -five million maiket
t) the people of Canada. Auother gratifying
change is that while in 1889 and 1890 Britain
in America was regarded as & menace to the
Uaited Stetes, any one 1o day who would
riso in the S:nate of the United States and
obj:ct to the improvement of trade relations
on that ground would be regarded as an
amiable lunatio.

Sentor Faulkner, the Democratic member
of the International Commission, does not
think there will be auy disposition on the
part of his friends to make a party issue of
the Clanadian negotiations. It is his view
that the treaty will go to the Senate for
ratification before the expiration of the term
of the present Congrese, in March. If, how-
ever, when the terms of the proposed agree-
ment are made public Senator Faulkner's
forecast should not be borne out by the action
of the Damocratic -and free silver Senators,
it might be thought advisable by the admin-
istration to hold over the treaty for action
by the Senate after December of next year,
for then the Republicans will have a sab-
stantial majority in the Senate and will be
able to get the treaty through with but little
help from party opponents. From a Cana-
dian standpoint action before March 4th
would be very acceptable because in discuss-
ing the treaty parliament would not be con-
sidericg a measure that might be nullified
by the opposition of the Senate of the United
States, buv one already endorsed by that
body and only requiring the assent of par-
liament to become bindiog. The feeling of
public men here is decidedly sympathetic to
everything British at the present moment,
and if sentiment is at all an element in such
vegotiations as those now in progress they
should be very much more successful than
former attempts.

Our Pacific Fisheries.

Ottawa, Nov. 12.—The Fisheries Depart-
ment has received details of the regulations
in reference to the Russian fisheries on the
Siberian coast. The department was infor-
med some time ago that British Columbia
and United States canners were preparing to
extensively fish and pack salmon in Siteria,
and it was argued that unless the Canadian
regulations were very much relaxed the
British Columbia salmon industry would be
rained, as free fishing in Siberia would kill
our British Columbia canning industries.
A similar fear was entertained three or four
years ago in regard to the newly developed
Alaska (U. 8.) salmon fishery. The Com-
missioner of Fisheries reported that no fear
need be entertained if Rritish Columbia
packers continned to put up the splendid
quality of fish hitherto sent by them into the
markets. It may not be generally known
that Fraser river and British Columbia sal-
mon generally sell at ‘a premium, always
realiziog a higher price in London than the
United States and other brauds. Russis,
however, i3 not goiog to allow free acd un. |
licensed fishing. . |
