A report from Bathurst tonight

‘said that an official of the Caraquet

railway had been over part of the
district affected, and he placed the
loss of life at something above 100.
This estimate, he felt, was very con-
servative. He had heard of fishing
schooners which were seen anchored
off Shippigan and® when visited were
found to. be without remaining
member of the crew. In some in-
stances only one man was left to
tell of the fate of his companions.

According to his account schooners
wcre driven ashore in large numbers
and in many cases the male portion
of families were almost completely
wiped out, for it was the cuntpm for
a father and his sons to man a bgat
and carry on the fishing trade by
themselves.

From Shippegan, the report was
that thirteen ltvu “were known to.
have been lost, but it was expectad
that the total -would . be greater.
Communication with other places
along the coast could not be estab-
lished, but from reports received at
Shippegan it was evident that the
loss of life has been very great.

There was a big run of fish on at
the time the gale struck, and every
available man was out following the
fish. From Shippegan alone it was
said that three hundred men had
been out in the gale, and so far only
about half had returned, but it was
hoped that many of them had sur-
vived the gale.

The people of the ‘northern part
of the Province are anxiously
waiting for further details of the
calamity, but it is expected that
several days more w.m elapse before
full data w'll be available.
