Thus directed by the history of their own Country, the tramera
of our now exiating constitution did not recur to-any systen of
govertinent founded on Utopian principles. They very wisely
availed themselves of the pusillanimous dight of James Il, te do.
claire it a voiuntayr act of abdication, whereby the hereditary suc+
cession was deternued. It as therefore necessary te proceed by
way of elertion. To refer that election te the people at large,
would besides the Ion of time, have incurred the risk of aaarchy,
and therefore thev constituted themselves into a National Conven-
tion. Thev as such, laid down the conditions on whicb they
should bestow the crown, aud offered it on those conditions, to
the ne>.t heir in the Protestant line, of the family i which the
Crown had been hitherto açknowledged as hereditury. They
went fart her, end confirmed thathereditari'y in the samefamily, so
long a- there would be members of it professing that religion.
