POTATOEs-This crop deserves botter cul-
titre than IL csually gets, sud aise, perbaps,
somewhat Cartier planting. lu an article on
the ..Relative Cost of lieut Creps,' WC givo
the practical, experiec eto a Qitebec farmoer
in growving thi8 crop, eliowing titat, ivith
careftil culture, large roturns Cali be de-
penclcd upuon. Wu are net ainong thosc who
imagine that suiccoss iu groiving this croit i.-
only te bu bail by thoac vh invest Iargely
in Somc new and cosuly variety. lu fitut, ive
think none ef thosù higb-priced itew varicties
'viii crer beconte as groat fsveurites for thc
table as 3ome of theo ld sorts. Wce wouid
net desire a better potato for late sumîuer
and carly wicter use than the Scotchi Kid-
ncy or nhkee or for icte ivinter and
spring use than the Peachblow; and witb
the saute care and culture ive think, they wil
yield just as profitable ruturns as any et the
nCwver sorts. For a large, coane patate, te
feed te stock~, tbe California, Garnet CI,
Harrison and Cuzce, li prove i-aluable,
being heavy yicldcrs, thoitgh net i-ery good
.as table potatocs.

Iii Con\.-This crop succoeds wcll iii
most parts ef Canada within thirty miles of
the lak-es. It in, bowever, scarccly ge profit.
able aôw as reots or petatees, for the more
cbeaply grôwn cern of the great prairies et
the Wvest cornes inte Competitien witlî it croen
lit our own doors, whlie roots ec bc more
prefitably made into moat and inanure, we
tbînk, lii Canada at leaist; and long cera-is
greva bere now titan was ifeu years ago.
Corn likes a. ligbt, warra, rich soil, wltb
plenty ef long manure. The season hIre
beibg rathcr shorter than in the western
prairies, the la-ge, ittrong.grewing ne#$ do
net mature woll. W. must depcnd îg ,the
earlier kinds, as thè Dtîtton. Eight.r4Veit
Yellow, &c.,-wbich do net yieid no largely
as the coarser vaietiei. About the 25th of
