Fathers and mothers, send your dear
children to the Sabbath School, and go
yourselves if you can! Young men and
maidens go and do likewise! Gob will
bless it to you. It will help you in your
own soul, in secret prayer, and at the
family altar. It will not supersede the
sacred dutirs of family training, hut it
will greatly aid and enliven them, till
they become a delight to young and old,
and you can say with joyful boldness,
«as for me and my home, we will serve
the Lorp.” Amen.

protested already! And-that Syllabus,
svhich is nothing else than u large e..iin-
giiisher of all national liberties and . all
truths of the Gospel, has it not arrived to
my intelligence as it does to the intelli-
nce of so many others, as the knell of
eath of all the principles of truth and
honesty which God had put in my soul?
