Motives aro so
difficalt to deal with and to analyze; but we should give them very
closs scrutiny when in alternative courses, one is to ouradvantage
and tho other not. The only safety lics in being yielded to the
Holy Spirit, and making His will and wisdom the mainspring of
all wo do. Dride is a frcquent oliatacle to Christian growth,
perhaps tho greatest. It is prido that prevents you and I gettiog
empty so that the Spirit may fill us. It ispridothateften prevents
us co-workiog with foilow Christians, becaussthey donot estimate
as at our {all value. It is pride thet prevents cor getting into the
place of strength, by recogoizing our own weakners. May God
destroy oar pride. Aund lastly wo are warned agrinst carelesszess
in watching and working for tho Master's retorn, It is & warning
greatly needed in these 1ast days when one half the Church is idly
slceping, and muttering toitself ¢ Our Lord delayeth His coming.”

IntoDTCTORY.—S00n after He had healed the paleied man,
Jesus weat to the ssanahore near Capernaum, followed by a multitude
whom Ho tavght. Coming upon Levi, or - Matthew,” a patlican,
sitting in hia toll-houze. Ho called bim into His service. Mark ii.
13, 14 ; Lukov. 27, 2% Tho fcast at Mattkew's bouse {Luko v.
20, 39), probably occurred some months later. On a Saltath not
long after Matthew's call, vesus® disciples pluocked and ate hand.
{cls of grain while walking with Him throughb a fls}d, whereapen
tho Pharisccs accused them of Satbathi.breaking. Jesus rebokal
tho Pharisces and asseriod His own l:ndship over the Satbath.
Oa tho next Sabbath Ho cored A man with a withered band. This
30 enraged the Jewish rulers that they began plitting to Qestroy
Jorns, Ho then withdrew to tho ssashere, Luko vi. 1-11; Mark
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ii. 23—iil. 12. After a night spent in prayer alone upoa the
mouatain, Ko choss His twelve apostles. In the meantime a
great orowd had gathered upon the mountain side. After hesling
their aflicted, Tesus spoke the Sermon on the Mount. Lukro
vi. 13, ote.

VERrsk vy Versee —V. 41 ¢ Why beholdest thou tho moto that
ia in thy brathet’s eyo?' —Yev, Christian rrader, how is it you aro
forever fluding fault with your fellow Cliristiana? May not the
moto you sce in tho oyo of your brothoer bu but the rcflection of the
beam in your own?

As
tho train sped rapidly along with much jolting and twisting, a
volume of smoke and cinders swept over the travellera lying pros-
trate in their exposed and comfortless position. Brownellsudidenly
smelt linen burning and shouted loudly, * Somcbody’s clothes are
on fire!” But noooe heeded. Again ho cried, and this timo a
burly laborer, with grimy. genial face, shouted back, ¢t Mebbo
you'd better lack to hum!™ He did** look to hum * and found
tho handkerchief in the pocket of his linen duster in flames. It
taught him a lesson. Now when moved to warn or rebuko otheras
that grimy fa:e riscs befuro him aud ho hears a voics saying,
**Mebbo yon'd better look to hum!™” Notice the order of the
Psalmists prayer, Ps. li. 7-12.
