Brevity and clearness characterize this very complete work on
tuberculosis. .\l aspeets of the subject, with the exception of §
the treatment of surgical cases, have been carefully considered. §
There are excellent chapters on the bacillus of tuberculosis, the §
tuberculous process, furms of tuberculusis, pathology, etiolugy, §
symptoms, physical signs, diagnusis and prognosis of tuberculosis.
The important feature of the work, however, is that a great deal of §
space is devoted to the prophylaxis and treatment of the process. 3
The value of disinfection and isolation is dwelt upon and a plea |
made for sanatoria. Ile subdivides his treatment as follows: 3
Iygienic, management of the diseased Jung, climatic, medicinal
and local, varivus special treatments and sanatoria.  Each branch
of treatment is skilfully presented and exhaustively described. A 3
certain pleasing dogmatism prevails, so that one is never left in §
doubt as to what the author really means.  Needless to say the ad-
vice of such an authority is always valuable.  IIe places his great-,
est faith in the hygienic and climatic treatment of the discase, and §
believes that drugs are used much too indiseriminately.  In sana-'§
toria the author asserts that we have our mos. powerful weapms, §
not only for curative but prophylactic treatment; in them rest our
best hopes for successfully fighting this dread disease.
