Tho bears are more clever still, for
Mr. Bruin shows far more wit 10 his own
northern home than ho doos in his little
Xet yard in the Zoulogicol Gardeus jn Lon-

on.

V. 2. This marriage feast is notable not
from the rank ot other circnmstances con-
nected with the parties, for they are un-
named, but from the guests—Jesus of
Nazareth, who was called (invited) on His
mother's account, and on Hig account, the
five disciples meutioned 1 John i. All
fables as to the bridegroom bemg John,
and his leaving Lis bride to fullow Chnast
arige from the desire to maguify cehibacy,
as if 1t wore holier than wedded lifa.

Our
Lord's presence shows that His disciples
may s to such ncenes of uatural joy as a
marviage. 1t vays notlung as to artificial
oceasions. ’

V. 8. The occasior of the iracle was
the fatlure of wine. Perbaps Christ's dis-
ciples wero unexpected till the tume of the
feast. It may have lasted lor some time
(Judges xiv. 10--18}, and .al magy guests
{Matt. xx1. 2). The nnt is given 1n the
most conciwe words, “ No wine,’” sowme
think suggesting departure to spare the
feelings of the host, ¢r some remark that
would turn attention from the circumstance.
But moet hkely, the mother of our Lord
spoke from & fine instinet, an impres-
sion made by all that hed occurred, all he
hud beeu, all that had besn rard of him,
that he could help, and would mamifeet hia
glory.
