THE NPEECHES AT GALT.

Mr. Mackevzig, the leader of the Oppo-
sition, and Messrs. Brake and Yousa, two
among the chief of the slain at the general
election in September last, have all been
making sfeeches at Galt. These have been

party at ‘forontn, and wmay be iaken as
Opposition manifestos—the fivst quns fired
during  the reeess.  Mr. Mackeszig's
spreech was marked by his usual vigor and
divee-ness. Nobady could mistake what he
was driving at. Mr. BLage's, on the other
hand; “was more polished and glittering ;
but the reader “uuhl find it more difficult
to define and describe the points which he
sought to establish; and when he had
finished the perusal, he would find it more
difficult to say what was sought to be estab
hished,  Doth regretted the loss of Mr.
JaMes Youxe to the party, and certainly
it was a great one. But he did not seem
to he dupressed by defeat. On the con-
trary, he was very confident in his pre-
dictions of the coming erushing victories
tof the Reformn purty.  All three, indeed,
treated the resuit of the September contest
as nnaccident. It was however, upon the
mo-t optimist view, from theirstanil point,
an excredingly damaging  one for theu
Messrs. Mackexzieand Brake both treated
the Protectionist ery as a mere catehiword
which had at once eajoled and deceived
the electors.  But when we look at the
progress which this ery has made, and the
vesults to which it has led amon"tlw g
Jish-speaking peoples in North ®America,
we find suflicient reason to induce us to
zecept thee allegations of these gentlemen

vith reserve.  The yuestion is “ulso very
much more complex than Mr. MacKES2IE
putit. . He treated it, for example, as n
thing of supreme al)-ur(hty to suppose that
the imposition of higher taxes on manu-
fuctured cotnmod:tw-s would ‘ingrease. the
prosperity of working men, or enable them
to live better. It c('lt’lm]) is undouhted
that, if the imposition of taxes should keep

A mass of serious testimony
is adduced agninst this assumption. It is
not, however, our purpose aguin to argue
this vexed question.  We simply desire
to show that it is not of sosimple a nature
as Mr. Macxenzig, with paity ohjects, set
forth before the prople of Galt; nor are
the able men who have taken the Protee-
tionist side such blatant foolsas the simple
application of his assertions would prove
them to be. It is related of an Irishman
in one of the New Engzland towns, that he
was dilating with great eloquence upon a
meal of inviting potatoes, &e., that he
could purchase in his own country for a
penby—a splendid meal, iu short, which
1t was hopeless to get out of Ireland ; when
a bystander asked hint why he bad left
stuch a paradise ! Theanswer was: ** Surve,
1 could not get the pinny.”  Getting the
“pinny” has a great deal to do with the
whole of the argument on this question,
the thing to establish being how best to
do so; amd we did ot find anything of
this in any of the speeches at Galt There
is one plain fact which th: public mind
will seize ; it is, that the Drotectionist
policy has been enacted by an overwhelm-
ing majarity.  Its effects cannot be erit-
ivised ut this early stage with any preten-
siun to fairness, and we think it iz an ex-
ceedingly doubtful policy now to bring it
up for re-discussion in stmply party in-

terests.  “The part of wisidom as well as of
patriotism is to help to zive the new

poliey, now it is law, the fullest fair play.
Mr. Mackexzie made a vigorous attack
on Sk Jons Macpoxarh and his Govern-
ment for the dismissal of Mr. LrteLuies,
He did not, however, bring out any point
that has not been fully diseussed in these
columna.  We'shall not, therafore, dwell
on his remarks.  He made also an exceed.
ingly vigorous attack upon SirJons Mac-
poxaLy's Government for changing, as he
alleged, the ronte of the Pacific I.ul\\'uy
from If‘.m'r'ird to Bute Inlet, therehy add-
ing, he alleges, many miles-to its length,
steepness to its grades; and inereaze to the
eost by many willions of dollars.  Bat if
it should “happen ‘that Mr. Mackexzig
should “come to find that he is quite mis
taken in his assumptions, he will probably
feel very sorry that he, as the late Prime
Minister and the leader of the Opposition,
had been betrayed into the use of such
vigorous language.  There iscertainly, o
far, nothing to justify Mr. Myckeszig's
assnmyption.  All that is done is to declare
that, in the present state of knowledyge of
facts, it was premature to decide; as M.
Mackrexzie’s Government did, on the Bur-
rard Inlet route. People who do not want
to deceive themselves, and who want to
learn all facts hefore they make up. their
minds, will bein a better position to judge
when the result of the survey in which
Mr, Caymure is now engaged in the North,
is made known.  There was another not-
ahle point in Mr. MACKENZIES speech-- |-
that of his utterances on the coustitution
of the Senate; in “the presence of Mr,
Buake.  Mr. Mackeszig declnréd that he
had been o Conservative as respects the
Senate ag pow constituted, but -he found
that the events of the last Parhiament had
caused hime to alter his mind, Mr, Buake

and Mr. Mites would probablyreceive the

eonfession of this great convert with an
effnsion of joy. . But what will " the - Hon.
Is the great organ - of
the party to change itz tnne aud W follew
suit, or draggle its plumes in the mive?
