Dearly beloved frlends: The blessed
Saviour has foratold those nho believe in Him,
thoze who shall follow the religion which He
came to establish should be persecuted,
caluminated, slandered and misrepre-
sented ; for, says He, “ The disciple i8 not
above the Master,and if they have persecuted,
the hMaster so they will also persecute the
disciple.” It ig therefore the lot of tke
Catholic Church forever to be persecuted
calumniated and slandered ; and we see that
this prophecy of the blessed Saviour has been
fulfilled, Hardiy bad the Church of Jesus
been ushered into existence than she was gur-
rounded by hosts of enemies, who declared
she must be destroyed, and even raised armies
tocrush this rising church, by the order of
pagan emperore, by the seunction of high
priests and the wmagistrates, Levites and
geribes, and the doctors of the law.

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.1 bave announced that I would answer to-
night thepopular ob'ection against theCatholic
Ck}urch. I notice that on the ticket of ad-
mission it is modern objections. This isa
mistake. They are not modern objections that
I propose to meet, but popular objections
which are as old as Protestantism.

OPPOSED TO THE DIBLE.

Now, I will commence with ons of the
leading objebtlons against our holy faith, and
ard that is, that Catholics are not allowed to
read the Bible.  This charge our Protestant
preachers are hurling from their pulpits,
teaching in their Sabbath schools, They have
been constantly affirming that Catholics are
not allowed to read the Bible. You, our
friends, that listen to me, know that those
charges are calumnies and slanders, and if our
enemies would only open the Catholic Bible
tt ey would find upon the first page a letter
‘from Pope Pius VI, exhorting «all to read
this book for instruction, for information and
for sanctification.”

« But,” says our Protestant friends, «the
(atholics are afraid of the Bible, and darenot
throw it open to the people.” Why, the
Bible is our fcrtification and our stronghold.
It is out of that we refute the errors of heresy
and of Protestantism. It is from the Bible
that we prove all our holy doctrines. Why,
if the Catholic Church were afraid of the
Bible and wished to do away with it, she
could bave done soat any time for 1,500 years
before Protestantism came into the world.
Who gave us the Bible? You Protestants
ought to be exceedingly thankful to the Ca-
tholic Church for having preserved it, for had
it not done so, you would never have laid your
eyes upon it.

served them, and with a holy psatience in-
structed the people in that civilzation of
which we now bhonst, The monasterieg,
colleges and universities of the Catholic
Church enlightened Europe and prepared her
for ihe discuvery of the now roule to Indie
and spread civilization over the world. During
those sges which Protestants are plensed to
call the dark ages education of the most benc-
ficinl character was diffused by means of the
Universites oeven more universal in those
countries than at the present day.”

This is the testimony of a New England
preacher, who, by the grace of God, has now
Decome & Cathulic.

But need we go to Europe to be convinced
of the zeal that the Catholic Church has for
the education and enlightenment of the world?
No; we can seo right herain the United States
what strides the Catholic Church is making
in the spread of education throughout the
country. There is hardly a city in the United
States but bas its college or university, ite
academy, and we may say that there is hardly
a church but has 1ts parochiod schools. A few
years ago, in New England,they were alarmed
at the spread ol Catholiciem, snd the peaple
in Massachusetts said if the Catholics keep in-
creasing in that way they will eoan have the
country, and so we will, we hope, by the grace
of God. (Laughter.)

NOT A PERSECUTING RELIGION.

And that is another iden the Protestants
have which is erromeous. The Catholic
Church pbhors persecution for conscience sake,
and she never tries to force pecple into her
ranks. She works hard to convince the people
of the orror of their heresies, but she does it
by reasoning and arguments,not by the sword.
Wel), if that is so, what about St. Bartholo-
mew's night in Paris ? That was s copspiracy

ingt the Inwful Government of France,
Admira]l Coligni, who had murdered a
dnke, wrote a very rebellious letter to
King Charles 1X, in which - he said: o If
you don't declare war against Spain, I and
my partisans will be obliged to wage war
against you;” and he had actually formed
a conspiracy against the King and against
his family, and that they should all be assas-
inated with the exception of Prince Conde,
who was a violent Huguenot (Calvinist Pres-
byterian), and whom they intepded to make
Kiog of France. This conspiracy Was dis-
covered, and the King gtve orders that the
chief conspirators sbould be put to death, and
g0 Admiral Coligni and his co-conepirators
to the number of 151 were put to dea.th.._on
that night in “Paris, 15Y2." In the morning
the King gave orders to the Governora. of
f'rance to prevent the: rising up of ‘citizens
"agalnst citizens, and to punish with death all
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rise up against the Protestants, or Protestants

against Catholics. In spite of all these pre-

cautions of the King ot France, 654 persons

were put to death between the 23d of August

and the 3d day of October, but that was

aﬁg_ainst. the order and proclamativn of the
ing.

Now, what all of this? It wassimply to
punish the conepirators, which he had the
right to do, because he knew that these con-
spirators were going to attempt his life and
the lives of nis fumily, If you should find
out that a set of fellws intended to come
to your house at night to murder you
and your family, you would not hesitate a mo-
ment to blow out their brains, and you would

This ie precisely what was done on Bar-
tholomew's night. They were not put to
death because they werea Huguenots or Pres-
byterians but because they were couspira-
tors ageingt the King end the royal family.

Protestant historians, according to the
fancy that inepires them, have written that
15,000 persons were murdered. Well, rup-
pose 100,000 had been, they were conspirators
against the life of the King and they

ALL DESERVED TO DIE.

Others, again, have said there were 30,000,and
some even have raised the number to 100,000,
but the real history of the fact is that 654 lost
their lives in consequence of this conspiracy
against the King. e are indebted for this
accurate number to a Protestant author, who,
in 1852, went to great trouble to find out all
the names of those who lost their lives in con-
sequence of this conspiracy.

'Then, again, it is not fair to claim 1his as
the work of the Catholics, because it was the
work of a King who was a Catholic.

« But,” the Protestants say, “ there was great
rejoicing in Rome when it was heard that
these persons were murdered.” Well, perhaps
there was, but it was not on account of the
Huguenots being put to death, but because of
a great victory of the Christian armies over
the Turks.

THE INQUISITION.

Now, then, I will pass to another fallacy
which the Protestants promulgate, and that is
in rtegard to the inquisitien. They say,
« Was not that institution to promulgate the
Catholic Church,and crush out Protestantism?”

I answer, No. It was commenced by Fer-
dinaud and Isabella, nof against Protestants,
but against Jows and the Moors, who were
constartly couspiring o upset the Spanish
Government and throne. In order to prevent
thie and save the lawful Government the In-
quisition was established. And has not the
Government a right to protect itself against
conspirators and murderers?

‘Was there not an Inquisition in this country
during the grent war between the North and
the South? Were not men put in prison be-
cause they dared to express their ideas in this
matter, both North and South ?

Every government hes a right to protect
itself, and confirm its establishment. There
were two tribunals in the Inquisition—one
ecclestastical and the other civil. Theecclesi-
astical tribunal was composed of cloigymen;
but what had clergymen to do with the In-
quisition? Their duty was to decide doc-
trinal points, after which they barded the
offender over to the civil tribunal, and the lat-
ter inflicted the punishment. Ivery heretic
wng punished by civil law, not only in Spain,
but ell thraugh Europe. The Church never
approved of the cruelties that were inflicted,
and many of the Popes have remonstrated and
condemned them, and bave even threatened
that if they did not stop them, the parties re-
gponsible would be excommuuicated.

But does not history tell us that wherever
Protestantism was introduced and had the
majority that they instituted the same cruel-
ties? All through England and Holland the
adherents of the Church were racked and
punished. You have heard the stories around
your winter fires, from your ancestors, how
they suffered in Ireland and Germany.

IDOLATRY.

It is said we violate the command of God
which says we ghall not make any graven
images. To this I say we do not have them
to worship, any more than the Protestant does
who keeps a picture of his father and mother.
We have thore images because weo love the
persons they represent.

Nor do we bow down to or worship them.
Weo have them merely as souvenirs, and
surely we have the same light to be courteous
to those representations of the first persons
who lived on the earth as the living have who
gracefully bow to one another on the strects.

If they will read
their bibles they will find that the mother of
Jesus was so styled in its pages, and why
shonld not the mother of the Son of God, who
represents the noblest, sweetest and grandest
life be called tblessed?” Suppose it was
possible for the mother of Gearge Washington
to come to St. Louis, what crowds would come
out to see her? Now, have we not as good a
right to honor the mother of our Saviour, who
was infinitely above the mother of Washing-
ton? )

testants say, © What in the world is going to

become of us? Here weare half Paplats.”
Every . Protestant who reads his bible must

©Oordinal MecCloskey on Xrish Distress.

His Eminence the Cardinal Archbishop of
New York delivered himself of a great and
impressive truth on Saturday last when he
suggested that the saving of buman lives,
imperiled by existing distress and an im-
pending famine, was before and beyond any
sentimental effort at political amelioration.
In his interview with Mr. Peter O'Leary, the
Cardinal deplored the fact that the excite-
ment begotten of the Land agitation in
Ireland seemed to overshadow for a timo
the more immedinte claims of a starving
people ; and while studiously avoiding any
condemnation of the Irich movement in its
political aspects, the plain interpretation of
his words is that the romance of the Paruell
policy—the romance, that is, comparatively
—shonld yirla to the realities of the demands
of bunger, cold and pakedness. In this all
gensible men will agree. No patriot, and
certainly no philanthropirt, will gainsay the
assertion that the preservation of buman
life bas the first claim on human effort.
All other ills can bide their legitimate
time for amendment, but the evil that car-
ries famine and fever in its train cannot
await the tedious process of parliamentary
discussion or hillside agitation.

The Cardinal in his observations sugges-
tively implies the course of action to meet
his npproval. In London, the Cardinal Arch-
bishop of Westmiuster bad invited the tem-
perance societies in the great metropolis to
take action, and, this done, Cardinal Manning
issued a pastoral to the clergy of the archdio-
cese to aid in the good work. Here, Cardinal
McCloskey indicates a like course, throwing
out the hint that the temperance and other
Irieh vrganizations should take the initiative,
and certainly more than hinting that
then the Church, through its minis-
ters, would take tbe proper &tand with the
people. We trust that the suggestion
will not be lost. Itis all well to hold pre-
liminary meetings for a Yarnell reception,
to organize committees to give welcome and
hospitality to the chosen leader of the Irigh
cause—though, from all appearances, such
reception will not be rendered necessary in
the near future—Dbut the firat claim is for the
suffering people, a8 Cardinal McCloskey &o
pithily puts in. We do not undervalue that
national feeling which would tender its best
gratulations to a promipent patriot; but we
attach mors importance to the humanity that
would send rolief to the bedsides of the fn-
mine and fever stricken. By all means give
Charles Stewarf Parnell a greeting in
America worthy of the man and his cause;
but let not the enthusiasm in this regard
overshadow the paramount claims of the poor
in Ireland.—N. Y. Ster.

Another
beavy blow to an already sorely-tried woman.
Surely the widow of Napoleon the Third has
had need of patience.

Touching the negociations between the
Holy See and France, the Jtelin stated that
the Pope was willing to sacrifice tho Jesuits
to obtain concessions on other points of
Ferry's measure. The Osservatore Romano re-
joins that the assertion is utterly devoid of
foundation. The i[oly ¥ather will never ap-
prove of any project tending to the exclusion
from the work of public instruction of the
most meritorious teaching body.

Whatever the distress in Ireland, the ex-
port of cattle continues as briskly as ever. Re-
cently there were rent to Lngland 21,757 cows,
15 554 sheep, and 14,696 pigs in one week. The
cows alone would furnish a meal each to 21,-
750,000 adults, the sheep to 1,555,400, and the
pigs to perhaps 3,000,000 ; 8o that in one week
flesh meat enough left Ireland to far morethan
provide a dinner for every man, woman, and
child in Great Britain.

Great ecfforts are bLeing made to secure
for the memorial to the late Cardinal
Cullen the form of a national cathedral in
Dublin, equal to the medixval structures in
Euglnod or on the Continent. Towards this
ohject Mr. E.D Gray M P. bas promised £1,-
500, and other Catholic noblemen and gentle-
men have signified their willingness to con-
tributo largely.

Tho London correspondent of & Livorpool
daily contemporary, in a recent letter,
told his readers that the tower of Cologne
Cathedral will be the highest in the world,
and then, for the information of antiqurrinns,
appends the altitudes of several other spires.
Considering that antiquarians had an oppor-
tunity of reading all his figures and a few
niore in most of the papers of last weck, we
are disposed to think Le must have been ex-
ceedingly hard up for material.

An inhabitant of Palurmo, Catafalmo da
Cefalu, who was captured by five brigands,
tias been found dead in a cave of Monte Pel-
legrino, his hend cut off and the budy shock-
ingly mutilated. The brigands had demanded
200,000, ransom, but on the family declaring
their inability to collect more than 7,000€,
they ultimatoly agreed to take 8,500f,, which
was accordingly sent; but the recipients kept
it all themsclver, whercupon the accomplices
who guarded the prisoner resolved to murder
him. Nearly all the culprits are in custody.

Mr. Gladstone has entered upon the Midlo-
thian campaign, and our Scottish friends are

go proud of his presence amongst them that
they are making his progress an ovation. It
is not easy to judge, however, whether there
ig a reaction in that region or not. Scotland
gepernlly catches the same political impres-
sion a8 England, as was shown in 1868 and
in 1874, and though Mr. Gladstone's great
great influence may give him a goed chance
in Midlothian it remains to be seen whether
the country at large will be moved by his
persuasive orations.

Some of the Manchester newrpapers have
recently beaten their American contemporaries
in their powers of invention. During the last
month or two they bave given accounts of
Fenian meetings of an extraordinary charac-
ters, which they alleged took place in the
city, the « spceches” at the gatherings being
reported at length. We have heard curious
stories of the origin of these reports, but we
are told that the meetings never took place,
and consequently that the speeches reported
never conld bave heen made, Wavanur can-
temporaries any explanation to offer of this
strange circnmetance?

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ATTEMPTED ASSASSFNA" ION OF THE
VICEROY OF ANDXA.

A Nattve Fires Twice a¢ Lord Lyttom
without effect—~The Crirrinnl A5 Arxw
rested—The Queen Congratulates the
Yiceroy en 1iis Escape.

CaLcoTTA, December 13.—Intense excite-
ment was created bere this afterncon by the
attemapted assassinution of the Viseroy, Lord
Lytton. His Lordship had just returned to
this city by railway from the frontier, and
was met and welcomed at the station by a
large gathering of his friends. After the
customary greetings were over the party
ontured their carringes, which wero in wait-
ing, and proceeded on their way to the
Vice.rogel Palace. They had gone but a
short distance when a pistol shot, fired by somo
person in the crowd which lined the streets,
was heard, the ball passing immediately
over the head of the Viceror  #ho occupied
the rear seat of his carris-  The first shot
was followed almost immetfintely by another,
which passed completely over the second car-
riage. The horses were brought to a stand-
still by the drivers, and the populace gathered
near them, increasing the excitoment with
their shouts and cries 1or revenge. Everything
was at once thrown into Babel-like confusion ;
the members of Lord Lytton’s staff dashed

among the crowd determined ta find
tho assassin if possible. Fortunately oue
of them eucceeded in arresting the
man - who had fired the shots, He

proved to be a unative, end was or pretended
to be considerably intoxicated. lle was sur-
rounded by the throug, and immediately
huiried to prisou, to wait #obriety and inves-
tigation. No one wag injured by the shots,
which were aimed too bigh to do execution.
Immediately after the arcest of the would-be
assassin, the Vico-regnl party proceeded to
tho palace, where they arrived without any
further molestation. No attempt at rescue
wag mado by the native population, although
no end of threatening utterancws wore heard
dirccted at the Viceroy, Koglish officers
and all British authoritics. The city
is thoroughly aroused over the event,
and there is a very lively discussion
ot its circumstances and significance, both in
Government circles and among people of the
mercantile classes. ‘The native population
ure Joud in their expressions of their abhor-
rence of the murderous act, and the native
pobility and gentry are especially extravagant
in their denunciations. But among English
residents in the c¢ily it bas intonsified and
brought into strong relicf tho anxicty which
has long oxisted. A repetition of tho Bcones
of mutiny of 1847 has for some time been a
sort of probability. The Quoeen, immedintoly
upon raecelving pows of tho attempt upon
Lytton's life, telegraphed to him her con-
gratulations upon Lis escape.
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AFGHANISTAN AFFAIRS.

1he Truth Leaking Ont—Gravity of the

Losvoy, December 15.—A despatch from
Cabul says the discovery of papers at Capal,
exporing Ruwsian intrigues in Afghanistan, is
conftrmed.

New York, December 14.—The Tribunc's
London specinl snys the gravity of the Cabul
nows arouses military and political appro-
liensions that, owing to rigid censorship, the
whole truth is unkrown. ‘The Liberal jour-
naly franlkly sny that Roberts is fighting for
life. ilis whole force of 5000 js pitted
against the ontire Afghan army, whoso
streugth is unknown. 1t is believed Roberts
will overcome tho present attack, as ho holds
a strongly fortified position about Cabul, but
unless heis victorious an insurrection in
Cabul is certain. Candrhar is nlso threat-
encd by 11,000 *roops advancing from Herat.
"The Times urges the Government to abazdon
Afghanistan after a crushing resistance. The
Standurd gives the same counsel  The public
is unessy from dailv accumulating evidence
that merciless cruelties havo been perpetrated
on the Afghans.

CALEUTTA, December 14.—G eneral Roberts
telegraphs a confirmation of the report of
General MacPherson's partial failure in his
attempt on Friday to capture the ridge above
Bala Hissar at Cabul. On Saturday morning
Goneral Baker nttacked the Afghan position
with two and & balf regiments of infantry,
two rogiments of cavalry, and eight guns,
and captured the hill, driving the Afghans
from all their positions, A letter dated
Cnndahar, st instant, saye General Stewart
bad been instructed to send a messago to
Ayoub Khuan, the Afghan commander at
Horat, requiring him to hold Herat in the
name of the British Governmen,t and threat~
ening the advance thither of the British in
cage of hia failure to do so.

General Roberts telegraphs from Cabul on
the 13th instant that the enemy have been
defeated on all sides, but, notwithstanding
lheiv heavy losses, parties of Afghons still
remaln in {he neighborhood. General Reberts
had announced his intention to attack on the
18th instant unlegs these parties dispersed.
The total British loss during the three days’
fighting was 43 killed, including six officers,
76 wounded, of whom 10 were officers.
