Fenelon— Born  Aug. 6, 1631, died
1715.—We all love gentleness of cha-
racter, and espectaily when combined
with greatness of intellect. When such
a man spends s life among the poor
and devotes himself to the education of
yuuth, we are not surprized to find his
name a biessed one.  Fenelon was just
sucha man, and hence we find him as one
of the nobles and sweetest characters in
France in 1631, of a distinguished fumily,
and  received all the advantages of  the
best education the Jesuit senools could
give. belieate and sentive, s carly
training only developed that  gentleness
which became the leading trait of  his
lite. His ceelosinatical tnstruction  was
revelved  at =t Sulpice, that famous
musery of the pricsthood of Franee and
vther conntrics. He gave his life to the
poor in the education of youth, and in
iy early dayvs wrote his famous letters
to * Young Women ™ and to * Yonng
Men,” which are not onn mode’s of ele
gance instyle, bur alsll of exquisite
spiritnal thoughit.

probably written mmore verse “to order,”
and written it well. than any other poct,
that ever wrote in English or any other
language. In ability (v write verses for
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socinl occasions he stands unrivalled,
and every line of such productions he
Lrightens up with wit, fancy, tigure or
allusion. He has written serious things,
too, of a high vrder. “The Chambered
Nautilus” is worth being stored away in
every brain, especially every youthful
brain, as well for its moral loveliness as
for its exquisite finish of thought and of
language, in whole and in purt. A ser-
ies of brilliant papers published in 1858,
under the title of “The Antociat of the
Breakfast Table,” was followed by “The
Professor of the Breakfast Table” the
next year, and these two volumes were
supplemented by *“The Poet at the
Breakfaat Table” in 1873, and “Over the
Teacup” in 180, “The Autoerat” is its
author’s masterpicee, In the line of
tiction “Elsie Venner” and “The Guar-
dinn Angels” stand to aitest what he
might have achieved as a novelist had
he concentrated his energies in that
direction.
