SPECIAL COMMIZTEE ON LEGISLATION

Report of mceting held the 5th of October. 4

Present: Ald. L. A. Lapointe, chairman, Dandurand, T&é-
treau, and Dubeau.

The minutes of the last meeting were read and confirm-
ed.

1.—Submitted a letter from Mr. J. B. Bissonnette, advo-
cate, requesting that consideration of the report made by
the Board of Commissioners anent the cabstand on Notre-
Dame street, St. Henry, be deferred until the next meet-
ing so as to give him the opportunity to appear before the
Committee.

9 —Submitted the draft of the by-law of Ald. Dandu-
rand, anent illuminated signs, which was referred by
Council to this Committee for consideration and report.

And a debate arising, it was

Resolved: That the following questions be put to the
City attorneys:

(a) Has the City the right to levy a tax of $5.00 in the
form of licenses upon persons who suspend illuminated
signs projecting over the sidewalk, and is the said by-law
No 404, sec. 4 intra vires?

(b) Can the draft of by-law proposed by Ald. Dandu-
rand be legally adopted by Counecil?

It was also

Resolved: That the City attorneys be requested to advise
the Committee in this matter and suggest the amendments
to be made to the said proposed by-law so as to make the
same legal. ;

5 —Submitted and read a report from the Board of Com-
missioners recommending certain amendments to the by-
law concerning the weight of bread.

In this connection, submitted and read the draft of by-
law proposed by Ald. Clément, now before Council, to re-
place section 1 of by-lJaw No 299 and to enact that, in future,
bread must be baked in loaves weighing 4, 2 and 1 pounds.
The said provisions not to apply to small loaves weighing
less than one pound.

Resolved: To concur in the report made by the Board of
Commissioners and to recommend to Council that Ald.
Clément’s proposed by-law be adopted.
