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The restraint limits for structured suits be revised to read as follows:

January 1-December 31, 1980: 188,000 units
January 1-December 31, 1981: 184,000 units

C. Tailored- Collar Shirts (Group 1, Item 3)
The 1980 annual restraint limit for tailored-collar shirts be revised to 4,146,000
units.

If these proposais are acceptable to the Government of the Republic of Korea, 1have the honour to propose that this Note, which is authentic in English and French,and your reply to that effect shall constitute an Agreement between our two Govern-ments to amend the definition of acrylic yarn, and revise the quantitative restraintlimits for acrylic yarn, structured suits and tailored-collar shirts in the Agreementbetween our two Governments concerning trade in cotton, wool and man-made fibretextile products, which shaîl enter into force on the date of your reply and shall be
considered an integral part of the said Agreement.
