design and implementation of CIDA’s Fishery Post
Harvest Program. In addition, Singapore is one of
three ASEAN countries participating in CIDA’s
satellite communications project whose objective is to
determine the effect of the ASEAN climate on the
Ku-Band range of signals. Table 5 lists the various
projects currently managed from the Canada-ASEAN
Centre. Singapore officials have been active inter-
locutors on development assistance issues in the
Canada-ASEAN Joint Co-operation Committee and
are represented on the Project Steering Committees
of all CIDA-ASEAN projects.

Parallel with the Canada-ASEAN Centre, the
International Development Research Centre (IDRC)
is Canada’s most important aid donor in Singapore,
where it maintains an office which co-rdinates its
activities andprograms for ASEAN region. IDRC
supported 80 scientific research projects in Singapore

for total disbursements of approximately $12 million.

Table 6 summarizes the nature of IDRC involvement
in Singapore.
