
The second Francophone Games will be held in France in 1993. Already, a
national steering committee is co-operating with the Executive Secretariat
of the International Committee to establish the necessary infrastructures for
this event. The Games will be an outstanding showcase for Francophone
countries to demonstrate the originality and diversity of their culture.

2.2 Francophone Non-Governmental Organizations

created on the basis of common goals.

The involvement of these organizations in a wide variety of fields and
many programs and activities is a particularly important dimension of
La Francophonie, and imparts to it an even more dynamic character taking
it well beyond the government sector.
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
