10. Contributing to environmental  
policy making 

(1) Companies shall work to provide 

information gained from their 

experiences to administrative authorities, 

international organizations, and other 

bodies formulating environmental, as 

well as participate in dialogue with such 

bodies, in order that more rational and 

effective policies can be formulated: 

(2) Companies shall use their experience 

11. Response to such problems as 
global warming 

(1) Companies shall cooperate in 
scientific research on cause and effect 
of such problems as global warming 

•  and in the economic analysis of possible 
countermeasures for them. 

(2) Companies shall actively work to 

formulate policies which are effective 

and rational to reduce energy and other 

resource use in response to such 

environmental problems. 

(3) Companies shall play an active role 

when the private sector's help is sought 

to implement international environmental 

measures, including work to solve the 

problems of poverty and overpopulation 

in developing countries.
