Consideriug that the Buenos Aires Plenipoctenitiary Confer
has adopted a Resolution in accordance with which the iii
decisions of the E.A.R.C. replace the provisions of the Conven
relating to the revision of the Regulations,

the H-ungarian People's Republie, being in disagreement
Resolution No. 30 adopted by the Plenipotentiary Confere
reserves the right to regard the adoption of the Radio Regulat
and the position of the I.FR.B. as open questions.

The Delegation of the Hungarian People's Republic, on sigi
the International Telecommunication Convention, makes
following statement:

1. The decîsion taken by the Buenos Aires Plenipotent
Conference to grant, the right of signing the Convention to
representatives of the Kuomintang is illegal, since the only lej
mate representatives are those nominated by the Central Peol
Government of the Chinese People's Republic and they alojie
entitled to sign on behaif of China.

2. The so-called representatives of Bao-Dai Viet-Nami
South Korea do niot in reality represent Viet-Namn and KC<
and, by this fact, their participation in the ivork of the Conferf
and the decision to authorize them to sign the Internati(
Telecommunicationi Convention are illegal.

3. The Government of the Germani Demnocratic Repui
having acceded to the Atlantic City International Telecommnul'
tion Convention in accordance with the established procedure
indisputably a Member of the Union as of right.

The Bonn authorities do not represent the whole of Gerf'
and consequently the signing of the Buenos Aires Internatic
Telecomm uni cation Convention by the representatives of ti
authorities is illegal.
