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ARTICLE 9
Privileges of Personnel

1 South Africa shall exempt personnel from all taxes and other fiscal
charges in respect of remunerations paid to them in terms of this Agreement.

2. South Africa shall grant immunity to personnel from legal action in
respect of any act or omission, including words spoken or written, in their
official capacity.

ARTICLE 10
Exemption from Exchange Control Regulations

South Africa shall, subject to the applicable foreign exchange
regulations, impose no currency or foreign exchange restrictions on:

(a) funds introduced into the Republic of South Africa for the
purposes of implementation of this Agreement;

(b) funds introduced into the Republic of South Africa from
external sources for personal use of personnel; funds
transferred into non-resident Rand accounts by personnel and
their dependants shall remain at their exclusive disposal and
balances of such accounts shall be freely transferable,
provided that such accounts have been funded exclusively
from external sources, otherwise the account shall be subject
to the usual exchange control provisions.

ARTICLE 11

Procurement
1 Procurement procedures shall be agreed to and set out in writing.
2, South Africa shall, upon request, furnish Canada with all relevant

information on its procurement practices and actions taken, and provide access
to all related records and documents.
