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submitted to such restrictions, how long
would the American dealer have subrnitted
to them? Is iA iikely that the tariff wali
wouid have stopped the importation of
snanufactured products from the United
States? No, Mr. Speaker, the government
would havç been obiged to eut down the
duties or do away with them, and then
it wouid ail have 'been over with ouir Cana-
dian industries through which our cities
have developed; the east wouid have ceased
supplying the west, and the west would
have eease1 feeding our railways, our
canais and our seaports. Our people -woutl
iive flocked to the United States and in-
creased its army of factory handýs. Our
forest weaith would have been depleted,
we would have been thé hewers of wood
for the benefit of the UJnited States pulp
milis. Canadian wheat would have ;been
monopolized by the United States miiling
industry which in return would have ex-
acted heavy tolls on the flour sold back
to us.

And what about those large numbers of
foreigners who are settlîng down in the
west? If they were to -have their free
trade connections with the people of the
United States, la it at ail likely we would
succeed in impressing on their minds our
aspirations, our ideals, our love for this
country of memories and which bas a great
future before it? How would they have corne
to understand that sharing as they do in our
national heritage. they would show their
gratefuiness for it by sharîng in our aspi-
rations. They would have acquired the
Yankee turn of mmnd which distinguish -s
our 90 millions of neighbours, and suehÈ
a resuit would have suited the IUnited
States, as paving the way to annexation.
But a people owning such a fine, rich and
great countrv Fiq ours, enjoyîng such a
measure of freedorn, hoy)eful of being
counted some day among the nations of the
world, are surely entitled to ask of al]
Caradians. whether by birth or adoption,
to give to Canada their hearts, their talents,
their riches, have certaffily the right to say
to ail: Canada for the Canadians.

Sir, that is what we .said, and the voice
of the sovereign people bas approved of
our views and stated that it was hhrh tirne
to overthrow the idois. Vox poruli, vox
Dei. Let us return thanks to God, Mr.
Speaker. He bas endowed the Canadian
people with a proud soul, and H1e is watch-
inz over us in our youth, as He watcbed
ovPr ns in our infancy.

Fnr us that statement made bv Sir
A41oînhe Chaffleau thirty vears ago, should
remaiin as true as ever: Thpfi~aa
peo-ule in whom qualities of devotedneqq.
of D.vltv ard of Dride are intermineled.
is worthy of belur ioved, educated, trairpel
to vigor and[ greatness, nothing should

be doue to deceive thern, or spoil tbem or
defile thein.

Sir, on entering this new life, I make iA
a point to thank and congratulate the
hon, gentleman who bas 'set for ns such a
fine exampie of courage and patriotisirn
while in the midst of that strenuous battie
against reciprocity. The circumstances are
stili fresh in the rnemory of ail. To those
who booxned reciprocity in the west be
made this answer: I arn absolutely op-
posed to 'it, and if you, gentlemen of the
west, were prepared to make me prime
minister to-morrow, if I wouid support it,
I would refuse to do so.'

For many years, Sir, for fifteen years to
say the least, our country bas not heard]
such rnanly declarations from bon. gentle-
men, who have preceded us in power. Ut-
terances such as these was wbat was
needed in the difficuit position we occupied,
and they won over to hirn the hearts of
the people. Honour te hirn.

Sir, we are starting with a new gover.
nor and a new govemnment. Our goverri-
nor is a brother of the great king, Edward
the Seventh, surnamed the Peacemaker,
and we believe that he wiil bring aiong
with hlm to Canada the qnalities which
endeared our late sovereign te bis people.

The new governrnent have at the outset
offered and granted fair treatrnent to ail.
That is a precious token for the future,
wbicb causes the people te rejoice at hbav-
Ing voted as they bave done on the 2lst
of SeptembPr. and causes pangs of ramorse
to those who bave voted against -us.

We are startina work under very f avour-
able auspices. WbÉile under our eyes na-
tions of the old world are waging war
against eacb other or getting ready for
deeds of violence and bioodsbed in tbe near
future, thrones are being overthrown, others
are threatened by revolutionists; year by
year thousands of people are leavîng their
country to seck elsewhere, on this side of
the ocean, more favourable conditions, in
the meantime Canada is expanding in
pea *ce, harmony. and plenty, o-wng to the
efforts of a strong and patriotic population,
a God-fearing people, respectful of the
crown and of our institutions.

Peace and barmony Canada wisbes te
ensure to all its children, and that policy
will win the day, in suoite ef the, appyeals
of certain organs wbose inspirers on the
day followiniz their overthrow, and ever
since, bave striven te arouse ill-feeling and
spite between the various races.. Abundance, we have it and we will have
more of it in our immense prairies with
tbeir golden barvests, in our mines inex-
baustibl3 ricb in gold, in silver. in copper,
in coal, in iron and ashestos; in our forests
worked with care and preserverl with n.rud-
ence; in our industry protected witb bene.
