Mr. GARDINER: Something has been said
with regard to marketing of cattie. In this
connection I shail give only totals. I could
give them for the months of the years, but I
shahl deal only with the totals and go back
several years. This is a record of cattle
marketings frein 1938 to 1944.

Mr. BLACKMORE: For the whole of
Canadia?

Mr. GARDINER: Yes.

Mr. BLACKMORE: Under the government?

Mr. GARDINER: These numbers are for
the years before the time the government
took anything as well as during the wvar. The
figures for cattie marketing are as follows:

very much higher than they were in the same
month in preceding years. I could give other
figures, but 1 do flot think it is necessary to
do so, to indicate what I arn suggesting to the
coinmittee. It ail adds up to this, that whereas
under the agreement we had with the 'United
States before the war we were permitted to
seil 51,000 head of cattie to that country in
the first three months, and 51,000 head in the
second three months, ini the present year, up
until the end of the last month for which we
have any record, we have purchased for
delivery to Great Britain sufficient meat to
cover 107,000 head of cattle. That is more
ca.ttle than we were permitted to seil under
the special arrangements, with the benefit of
a decreased tariff which we had during the
period preceding the war. In other words,
while there are increased marketings, there are
mncreased, sales being made off those market-
ings. We are selling to Great Britain et the
present time. or have sold during the pèriod
beginning just before the new year, the period
during which we have been buying beef and
preparing it for the British market, 107,000
head of beef cattle for that purpose, in the
form of beef.

Some suggestion was made a few minutes
ago that 1 ought to say whether or not the
American market is going to be open. It
has been said that I ought to, state my position
on that point, in view of the statement I made
in the fali of 1942. In that connection al
1 wish to say is this. The British are pressing
us for ail the beef we can send them. In
answer to a question which was asked a few
minutes ago I would say they are suggesting
to us that they will provide the shipping to
take it away.
