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the federal government to amend the
Criminal Code to permit this, would the min-
ister tell us whether the government is con-
sidering the introduction of such legislation?

Hon. Lucien Cardin (Minister of Justice):
The question of wire tapping was discussed
quite fully at the meeting of attorneys general
held about a year ago, and the matter has
been under study by the department for some
time.

Mr. Orlikow: Would the minister consider
referring the whole question of wire tapping
and the use of electronic listening devices to
the standing committee on justice and legal
affairs?

Mr. Cardin: I do not think it would be wise
to refer the matter to that particular commit-
tee at this time.

NATIONAL DEFENCE ACT AMENDMENT
AMALGAMATION OF NAVY, ARMY AND AIR
FORCE

The house resumed from Monday, January
30, consideration of the motion of Mr.
Hellyer for the second reading of Bill No.
C-243, to amend the National Defence Act
and other acts in consequence thereof.
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Mr. Jack McIntosh (Swift Curreni-Maple
Creek): Mr. Speaker, I have about four
speeches which I wish to make on this bill
and until a few moments ago I was undecided
as to which I would make at this time. How-
ever, I have been prompted to make up my
mind by the answer given by the Minister of
National Defence (Mr. Hellyer) to the ques-
tion put to him by the hon. member for
Winnipeg South Centre (Mr. Churchill) dur-
ing the question period. I was not quite
clear whether he meant by his answer that
he had limited knowledge or that the opposi-
tion had limited knowledge. However, I think
I can prove which is correct.

Before the house adjourned last night I had
referred to the minister’s speech of December
7 last and said it left much to be desired. I
said it reminded me of a balloon; it had a
cover but inside there was nothing of sub-
stance, just air. We in the official opposition
were particularly anxious to examine that
great speech in order to determine what he
meant by unification. The word “unification”
as used by the minister mystified the mem-
bers of all the armed forces, the general pub-
lic and members of this house, and again I
say that the definition of this word is the crux
of the debate in which we are engaged.
