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at a ranch which he owns in Alberta. He looks 
very fit and last night told me he had enjoyed 
greatly the outdoor life in Western Canada. I 
believe his close associates in the Old Country 
insisted on his getting away from the strenuous 
life he was living in London.

Mr. Lloyd George is getting £ wonderful 
receptions wherever he visits. There are many, 
of course, who look upon him as a somewhat shifty 
politician, but the great majority seem to remember 
only the great service he rendered his country 
during the war. The impressions prevails here, 
and I think is growing in England, that there is 
every likelihood of his being Prime Minister there 
again should his health not completely fail him.
