had left nothing to be desired, but 
he was especially pleased to find 
such research so closely related to 
practical development, and he was 
convinced that the institution’s 
possibilities and potentialities were 
in the right hands.

but through the development of 
practical interest and research 
work you can do much, as indeed 
you' have done, to improve the pos­
ition of agriculture. But research 
will not do everything unless pre­
dicated upon and related to practi­
cal value and results, and in this 
Macdonald College has taken a 
leading place.”

The minister concluded by as­
suring the staff of his co-operation 
and sympathy in furthering the 
agricultural programme in the 
province.

Mr. Godbout was specially Inter­
ested in the Institute of Parasito­
logy which has been established by 
means of a provincial grant from 
the department and is to be main­
tained jointly by the Empire Mar­
keting Board and the National Re­
search Council. Dr. T. W. M. Cam­
eron, director of the institute and 
formerly of Edinburgh University, 
conducted the party over the three- 
storey building in which laboratory 
equipment is rapidly being installed.

Practically nothing was known 
about what parasites do insldei ani­
mals, Dr. Cameron told Mr. God- 
bout, and the importance of stxyiy 
was being realized more and more 
each year. He hopes to have the 
work completely under way by the 
end of the month, when efforts will 
be made to find out which- para­
sites are present in Canada and 
which are the most important 
ones in agricultural and fur ani­
mals; how to prevent and reduce 
the effects of loss by parasitic in­
fection which amounts to millions 
of dollars annually; an<$ attempts 
will be made to grow parasites in a 
pure culture, which has not yet 
been entirely successful. The w xrk 
will have a strictly practical appli­
cation. Dr. R. L. Conklin, professor 
of animal pathology, continuing the 
valuable surveys and field work he 
has already done, and Dr. Cameron 
confining himself entirely to the ex­
perimental work.. The institute at 
present has accommodation for 
eight post-graduate students, and is 
the only place of its kind in the 
country where such a study can be 
made. .While the building is not 
yet fully equipped, Dr. Cameron has 
provided it with his own collection 
of slides and specimens so that it 
is already autstanding in parasito­
logical data.

Newly Established Institute 
for Experimentation in 
Animal Pests Attracts 
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the part played inTribute to 
agriculture by Macdonald College of 
McGill University through the prac­
tical application of research and the 
close relationship existing between 
the college, the provincial Depart­
ment of Agriculture, and the rural 
community, was paid yesterday by
the Hon. Adelard Godbout, provin­
cial Minister of 'Agriculture, ad­
dressing the teaching staff of the 
college at luncheon prior to a visit 
of inspection, the first he has made 
at Ste. Annes since his acceptance 
of the portfolio two years ago. 
Chief point of interest in the tour 
of the institution was the new Insti­
tute of Parasitology, erected by the 
Quebec Department of Agriculture.

The minister was welcomed by 
Sir Arthur Currie, principal and 
vice-chancellor of McGill Univer­
sity, who said that Mr. Qodbout had 
every sympathy for the college’s ef­
forts to conlribut* tti the agricul­
tural life of the province and the 
Dominion, and he for bis part was 
glad of the opportunity to tell him 
that they stood ready to aid his de­
partment in whatever Way they 
could.

"We cannot hope for any revival 
from what we call depression,” Sir 
Arlhur went on, ‘‘until the rural 
population begins to prosper. That 
is a fundamental economic fact and 
one to which we are compelled to 
turn our attention. When farmers 
canriot pay taxes and interest on 
loans and mortgages there can be 
no assurance that the turning point 
has been reached, or that we are 
on the road back. 
t . "Mr. Godbout is engaged in a 
difficult task, a problem which 
entitles him to all our sympathy 
and help. We cannot neglect rural 
life and we must aim to put more 
humanism into the agriculture in­
dustry. We are inclined to lose 

• sight of the human and personal 
element in industry, but in this, our 
special endeavor, wo must not lose 
sight of the individual farmer, and 
we must continue our direct aid 
to him through the practical ap­
plication of technical and theo­
retical knowledge.” Sir Arthur 
concluded by saying that the agri­
culturist must be the ‘‘rural think­
ing” leader in the community, and 
by proposing a toast to the Min­
ister of Agriculture.

The Hon. Mr. Godbout declared 
himself glad to see at the head 
of such an institution as Mac­
donald College a man who realized 
so well the needs of the rural eom-

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In the basement of the fireproof 
building is a post-mortyn theatre 
and an aquarium where cultures 
will be made; a photographic dark 
room and centriruglng apparatus.

Visits were also 
poultry department, 
ment of animal husbandry, where 
the minister took an especial in­
terest in the Holstein herd, that 
being his main interest when he 
was connected with the agricul­
tural college at Ste.

H. H. Gray, assistant professor of 
bacteriology, and Dr. Thomson’s

G. Coulson, assistant professor of 
plant pathology, also held the'min­
ister’s attention with a demonstra­
tion of a turnip disease which In 
the past few years has 
acutely noticeable in the province 
and which has been devastating 
turnip crops to an alarming ex­
tent. It was exnlained that of 49 
different fields visited, every one 
showed the signs of the blight In 
varying extent.

The party was entertained to tea 
by Miss B. M. Fhilp, head of the 
School of Household Science, and 
later the teaching staff was 
sented to the minister. Mr. God­
bout was accompanied on his visit 
by Sir Arthur Currie, J. Antonio 
Grenier, his chief assistant at Que­
bec; Dr. C. L. Huskins, associate 
professor of genetics at McGill; 
Prof. G. W. Searth, professor of 
botany at McGill. Dr. .1. F. Snell, 
acting dean of the faculty of agri­
culture, and T. Fred Ward, bur­
sar, conducted the party about the 
plant.

The Hon. Mr. Godbout expressed 
himself to The Gazette as being 
extremely impressed with what he 
had seen at the collège. Not. only 
was he convinced 
tlfic experimentation
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the work the college had done, not 
only in the province, but through­
out the whole Dominion. The prob­
lem of agriculture In the province 
was largely one of education, he 
said, and as such it rested with 
the institutions of learning in co­
operation with the Government de­
partment and the “service des 
agronomes.”
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pre-PROBLEMS FOR SOLUTION.

“It is especially important," the 
Minister went on, “that the present 
generation receive the benefit of 
agricultural knowledge, for oit 
their shoulders will fall the bur­
den of the province’s future pros­
perity. Serious problems such as 
production and marketing have 
yet to be solved, apart from the 
more scientific aspects of preven­
tion of disease, and Macdonald’s 
part is to explore each field and 
every avenue of agricultural know­
ledge and to hand on the practical 
results of such experiment. It is a
