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Cottages at Crescent Beach

White Rock lies in British Columbia within one mile 
from the United States boundary line, facing on beauti­
ful Scmiahmoo Bay across which may be seen the snow 
clad peak of Mt. Baker and the mountains of Vancou­
ver Island. It may be reached within one hour from 
Vancouver on the (ireat Northern Railway or within 
one-half hour from New Westminster. During the 
summer there are five trains each way. All trains stop 
at White Rock both going and coming. The Railway 
provides special week-end rates during the summer 
months. Special monthly rates may be secured by buy­
ing tickets in book form from the Railway. Automo­
biles will find this a beautiful scenic route.

A glorious stretch of clean warm sand, leading gently, 
when the tide is out, fully one-half mile to the salt 
water. A beach which is absolutely safe even for the 
smallest kiddie,for here you will find no shelving strands, 
no treacherous undertows. The tide coming in over the
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long sun-warmed sands heats the water to a delightful 
bathing temperature. In fact it is twenty degrees 
warmer at W hite Rock than at most other beaches in 
British Columbia. Manx people practically live on 
this beach during the summer. Bathing, Lunching, 
Picnicing, gathering agates and beautiful shells during 
the day; at night, building huge bonfires from the con­
venient beach-wood around which song festivals are 
held, and clams or crabs baked in the hot coals.

Consist of canoeing, sailing, motor boating, fishing, 
either in the immediate vicinity or up the beautiful 
Campbell River, impromptu and regular Saturday night 
orchestra dances at the hotel (which also affords ac­
commodation for transient guests), berry picking, hill 
climbing for those who feel strenuous, or strolling among 
the many picturesque roads and trails with which 
White Rock abounds. The new (îovernment wharf 
extending a third of a mile out from the shore is a favor­
ite loitering place for young and old.

There are few places in the world that afford so many 
and diversified advantages for summer outings as does 
White Rock. Many people live there the entire year 
round. Others “Camp it” or “Summer Cottage it” 
during the summer months, going to and from their 
business daily, or leaving their families at White Rock 
and making week-end trips only.
